IMPROVEMENT IN TANNING.

Patented by Edward 8. and Daniel Bell,

Swithfield, Jefferson gounty Va, July 23,

1834

The objeets of the improved modes of pro-
cedure for which tas patent 15 obtaned, are,
—first the softening the ludes, or shing, and
the freemy them from 2rease. Secondly, Lix-
pandime the hides prepacatmy to their recen-
g the tan. Tlhardly, the procuring the tan-
wn, or tanmng princaple, from the ooze, pure,
by dilteriier —Fourthly, causing the tanmng
lixivinm wete rendily to enter the hides, by
the use of mechanical compression made upon
thom underthe sarface of the vouze, and theire-
by shortening the operation,  The claims
mnde are tothe o les and appsratus, adop-
ted for the attaioment of these ends.  For got-
temng the hides, twenty-one and a half Ibs,
ol caustic lime, unslacked, and levigated, and
sixteen pounds of carbonate of patash, and oue
pound of carhonate of soda, are to be added
to every two hundred cubic feet of water.  Ju
the alkaline liquor thus formed, the hides are
to be suspended in the usual way, by which
mweans they will be completely softened, and
;uwe their grease neutralized, in from 24 to 86
10urs,

onc pound of sulphuric acids; by suspending
the hides io thik solution, o complete expun-
sion itis saud will take place insix or eght
hours,

Tao pracure the tanning liguor pure, the
ooze, nfter  bhaving been  obtained  from
the bark, is to be fiitered by putting 1t into a
vesscl of the nature ot the comman hopper
for obtainiug ley, the bottomn aud sides of'which
are to be covered with about cight inches of
raw cotton, and filled in with fine refuse tan,
or exhausted bark.  Through this, the puie
tanning liquor is to be passed, and collected
inn proper receptacle.

The must tmportant part of the process,
liowever, appenrs to be the following, namely,
the subjecting the hidos or skins to mechani-
cal pressare under the surtuce of the ooze, or
tanning hquor. The appacatas employed for
the parpose is fully describad, and will be 1e-
presented in the drawing., A platformisto be
made, and placed upon firm snpports, which
’pl.lllnrm may be suspendod bulween two vats
contimning vsze, nud i wl, Lithe hides were
susputadude Phe platform stands o few inchies
below the levad f the ooze bu the vats, which
s aditted to flow over ity there being ledaes
which serve to retain it apon the platfuria,
U this platarm the bides are to be submite
ted 1o the requisite degree of pressure. Tl
tanuing liquid is to be hept by menns of heat-
ers ol a temperature of 95 deg. Fulirenheit.
"The hides are to e taken from the vats, and
spredad Smohly apen the plattorin, and then
lhind oF caniage, custainud upon two long
rollers of woud or brass, is mude to pass over
them, the caninge boing Joadad with such a
werght as may be necessary for the skins °n
be operated upon. "L'he wnides, ways, friction
rollers, pulleys, &e., which are employedin
the moving of this earnage back and forth wo
need not deseribe. The object of s pres-
sure is to remove the watery particles from
the pores, which are left there after the ooze
has beeome exhausted by the comliuation ot
tts e with the slang the pores are thas
closed, and the sk condensed, and in that
state it has to be slipped again into the vat,
witiiout exposing st to the wr, where in the
course of six-or eight hours, it will agnin be
evpanded by the refilling of the pores with
fresh onze. "I'his operation is to be repeated,
employine a stranger tanning liquid after the
tirst hiag produced all the effeet expeeted from
it: and thas, in succession, a stronger and
stranger, until the process is completed, whigh,
for heavy leather takes place in six or eight
waeeks, and for lizht sking, in from six to
twelve days. To ecconomize time and Jabor,
there must be o series of such vats and plat-
forms as have beendeseribed, thus enabling the
worhiuen to proceed readily from a weaker
to a stronger :ululmn.thc.su varymg uccordlllg
to the nature of the skin 5 and requiring to be
reaulated according to the judgment of the
workmen,
