It has been my
privilege during the year to have been in-
strumental in bringing three adults and
nine children (pot including infants) with-
in the fold of Christ’s flock through the
waters of Holy Baptism. Twoof the adults
were immersed by nce in the river here on
the second Sunday in July. 18:5. Our Sun-
day School of some forty members, in-
cluding an Adult Bibje Class, altbough of
a shiftiog character, owing to the remov-
als referred to above, affords mea great
deal of satisfaction, inasmuch as we hope
that. the teaching which is being given
there every Sunday is of such a nature as
to build up our children inthe principles of
a vital Christianity, equippivg them with
reasons as to why they are Church people.
