May anything
else meet its merited dcom, as chaff
fit only for the fire, but gather the
pure wheat into the garner.

PRINCIFLES #ND PRACTICES.

. Wierein do the principles and prac-
tices of the Society of Friends differ from
Zhose of larger denominations of Chris-
bans sufficiently to make ils extstence
desivable 7

The difference in Friends’ belief from
other Christian bodies is, that Friends'
believe that God's office cin be neither
limited nor divided, that He is Maker,
Lord and Saviour. He is the begin-
ning and ending of undefiled wisdom,
from whom all blessings flow. ¢ There
1s a something in man, and the inspir-
ation of the Almighty giveth it under-
standing.” The followers of the pure
spirit know that the gespel is obtained
through our Father and is not negoti-
able; because < He teaches His
people Himself,” and as man cannot
teach, we fully realize, and in social
Iniercourse with society become breth-
ren in spirit, walking in the Light.

Another difference is, Jesus® oftice
was one of service; perfect example in

obedience. Be ye also perfectand rest
in the knowledge of the Father’s pre-
sence—iwho s authority. God's su-
premacy was Jesus' authority, and is
ours, for, dy obedicnce to God salva-
tion fs procured. Practically under-
standing “my doctrine is not mine,
but him that sent me”; conforming
and giving precedence to the pure
spirit, as taught by the founder of
Christianity—is a peculiar feature of
this body.

Again, forms and creeds are not em-
ployed by Friends in worship.  When
the kingdom of Heaven is set up and
maintained in man the spiritual sacra-
ment and baptism is greater than man
can confer, consequently symbols are
valueless in spiritual worship to this
body ; for types, emblems, shadows all
have passed away, having no place at
the spiritual feast and baptism.

Again they have no paid ministry.
Because God amply rewards His ser-
vants by His spirit for all they are
worthy of; a commodity in which
greenbacks, or ¢»in is not a legal tender
with this religious denomination.

Triends make no show with their
houses for worship; neither in or out-
side nor burden their members with

- taxation, or seek assistance from other

organizations to liquidate extravagant
tabernacle debts; taking care of their
own needy; consistent and plain in
their manner of living ; maintaining and
giving Jesus’ teachings precedence to all
others.

They believe and t ach that war is
sinful—strenuously advocating national
arbitration ; for conscience' sake they
cmnot enter into the practices of the
world ; that slavery was sinful; that
partaking of a'cohwlic drink as a bever-
age is evil. In all reforms the Society
of Frien ‘s holds a conspicuous place in
history, and in keeping with Jesus'
teachings ; advocating and living up to
-heir convictions since the birth of this
peculiar people; while the world at
large slowly comes into a realization of
Friends’ early belief and practices.
