Council, and took a leading part in framing the authorised edition
of the British Pharmacopaia issued by tha Council. Reoently, as
a mark of especial esteem and respect from his colleagues in the
University of Edinburgh and other friends, his bust was sculptured
* by subscription, and placed in the library of the University—an
. honour which, we believe, hud not befere been conferred on any
professor during life.
