CHARLES STEWART PARNELL
DESCRIBED.

Monday, the Eighth day of March, in the
year of grace, 1880, will be inscribed in the
annals of the fair city of Montreal as one of
the most remarkable days in her higtory, for
on that day her citizens gave a grander ova-
tion to a simple gentleman than she had ever
before accorded to a mortal man, whether
royal Prince, Governor-General or favored
statesman, that gentleman being Charles
Stewart Parnell, member of Parliament for
the royal County of Meath, and it ought to
be sald, the only live leader of an opposition
to the Imperial Government of Ilngland. 1t
is well known that the daily papers of Mon-
treal, the Evexie PosT excepted, were in-
tensely bitter against the man whom the
ancient Kingdom of Ireland delighted io
honor; that they ignored his virtues and
multiplied his offences, which chiefly con-
sisted in certain remarks not complimentary
to the erratioc Duchess ot Marlborough, the
Mansion House and tbe eccentric New York
Ilerald, and that they held up Mr. Parnell to
scorn wherever they could, copied all the
diatribes against him, and left severely alone
anything to his praise, until they fondly
hoped the force of attrition which they
wivlded had, in spite of their heart yearnings,
impressed even the minds.of the Irishmen of
Montreal. But this was a grave mistake, as

It
was resolved to meet Mr. Parnell at
some intermediate station between Mont-
real and Cornwall, and Vaudreuil was
the point gelected. The party which went
to m33 Mr. Parnell was composed of Mr.

DESCRIPTION OF THE OFT DESCRIBED PARNELL.

He 1s at the first glance a tall, graceful gen-
tleman, with fair halr and beard, not very full,
but at its natnral growth, whom even a Jingo
would, at first glance, pronounce a gentle-
man, and this though even a blanket were
castaround him for clothing. He {8 slenderly
made and gracefully, aud is certainly entitled
to the word effeminate. The hair on his head
is thin and a trifle darker than his beard, which
may be truly termed a very light anburn color ;
his features, if they were darker, could be pro-
vounced truly Grecian. Ifyou mot the man
in the Leadville mines, with a blue sergeshirt
on, even without hearing him drawl the Cam-
bridge colleze accent out,you would atamp him
Anglo-Saxon at first glance, but after awhile,
snd especially if you were anything of an
ethnologist, you would look into his clear,
honestly rounded eye, change your first im-
pression and ewear he was Irish to the back.
bone. His tongue is English, but his eye
ia Irieb, and that’'s what’s the matter; there
is no eye in the world, not even that of the
Spaniard, as glorious and betraying as the
Irish eye. It is the well at the boitom of
which lies Truth, For the rest he is clad
like an ordinary sojourner from the old coun-
try, and entertaing an invincible autipathy
to fur caps. Said the representative of the
Post:

Mr. Parnell, you must be half dead after all
your exertions, physically and mentally ?

R.—Well, no, I confess you do not, and I
am much surprised at the same, for I know
you must have gone through a good deal.

R.—~Where bave you met the best recep-
tion, Mr. Parnell; what place do you like
best ?

P.~Well, I have got the most money in
Chicago, and perhaps the grandest ovation,
but I fancy I received the most enthusiastic
reception in Toronto. You must uaderstand
(smiling) that the money is not for me, but
nevertheless I felt as if the generosity of the
democracy of Toronto waz more universal, so,
to spealk, than that of any other city.

R.—Will you go to Quebsc ?

P.—Yes, anywhere I can do good, but I
have made no arracgements. Mr. Dillon
mnde some arrangements with Ottawa, but,
as he holds the thread of the negotiations, I
am at a loss how to understand the thing.

R.—~Where is Mr. Dillon ?

P.—Messrs. Dillon and Murdoch, feeling
that it would: require a longer time than I
could spare, have generously divided the
labors of the cause with me, and have gone
on a different route, where they will be juat
as welcome a8 I, while myself and Mr. T. M.

R.—What amount of money, Mr. Parnell,
have you collected for your scheme?

P.—I ghould say about $150,000; certainly
$130,000, not counting the agitation fund. I
count on a million dollars altogether, for, you
must understand, our movement is only aow
receiving an jmpetus. Our fand, being an
uporganized democratic one, Is only iu its
infancy, while the others, aristocratic and
landlordly, are, a8 you Americans call it,
auout being « played out.”

R.—Wbat, Mr. Pamnell, is your object in
carrying on the afittion ?

P.—(With some emotlon)—My object Is to
make Ireland fres and happy.

Our representative intended asking seveétal
more questions on this sabject, but is, per-
force, obliged to contess that he was too
much unnerved to ask them after this
answer, and even If it were not so Alr.
Parnell leaned bis bead wearily against the
back of the seat as if he did not care for
answering any more questions.

Our representative went to Mr. T. M.
Healy, Mr. Parnell's Secretary, for a few de-
talls, but a8 that gentleman is only a fresh
arrival he could not say much, Me. Healy
is a thorongh Irish geutleman with a strong
English accent, Atticat that, from long con-
nection with English colleges and English
newspapers, though at present he is one of
the editors of the Dublin Nation, a paper
which has more men ot genius on ita staff
than perhaps any other in the British Empire
at large. Mr. Healy is a litzle above the me-
dium height, has a dark complexion, and
might, from the contour of his features, be
taken for a Polich exile. He i about thirty
years of age and wears the universal aristo-
cratic eyeglasa, He did not pretend to know
much of affafrs Parnell, but nevertheless
advised Mr. McNamee to take care of the New
York Herald wan, for i was possible he might
get cold and dfe, and become one of the mar-
tyrs of the Dachess of Marlborough.

The name of the New York Herald man
who is employed to shadow Mr. Parnell is
Preston. He is short in stature, handsome
in face, and stylishly correct in dresa. He is,
in fact, one of Mr. Parnell's suite, and if the
truth were known is more proud of his posi-
tion assuch than of being J. G. Bennet's
humble correspondent, who has not only to
direct his pencil, but kis brain in the manner
chalked out by his employer.

As early a8 half-past geven the firat symp-
toms of the enormous throng which was
afterwards to cougregate, manifested them-
gelvos at the Bonaventure Depot. The sta-
tion began gradaally to fill, and as the hours
waorae on swarms of men, women and children
crowded Into the place and rendered it par-
tially suffocating with a thousand breaths,
In answer {0 numerons enquiries it was an-
nounced that the train which was bearing the
successor of O'Connell would be fifteen
minutes late, and the information was re-
ceived with incalculable joy, as it had been
rumored during the aftetnoon thata collision
had occurred on the Grand Trunk and that,
therafore, the eagerly-watched for party would
be delayed. In the meanwhile the streets
adjacent to the depot presented a gay and
brilliant appearance. DBonaventurs street,
from the statlon, was illuminated at several
points and filled b7 an excited throng.
Crowds were patrolling Chaboillez square, and
from various houses in the vicinity there hung
Clinese lanterns shedding subdued light of
every hue upon

while 8 number of men were amusing them-

selves by throwing torches high into the air

and thereby adding to the gemeral exhilarat-

ing effect of the demonstration. As tar as

tho eye could reach on St. Joseph street that

thoroughfare was illuminated by differentde-

vices,and along McCord street, through which

the procession was expected to pass, innu-

merable candles flared from the windows of

nanrly every house, Back again to the Bona-

venture Depot, and there the immense assem-

blage surged calmly to and iro, filled with

tbat intense patriotism which from its very

sincerity held itself in cbeck until the proper

moment had arrived for its effervescence to

deluge the hero of the hour. The polico ar-

rangements, although not on an extenaive

gcale, werae sufficien¢ for the requirements.

Twenty-four policemen were detained for the

duty of attending to the reception,and of this

number twelve were ordered to the depot and

twelve paraded Chaboillez Square. Sub-Chief
Mnher assumed the command,and he was

assisted by Sergeants Glynn, Clancy and Car-

son. Detectives Cullen and Richardson were

also on duty at the depot. At half-past eight

o’clock the members of the Shamrock Lacrosse

CQlub, that association whose prowess in

Canada's national game has filled the first
page in the aunals of atbletic sports, arrived

at the depot under the direction of the patrio-
tic Brother Arpold. A few minutes before
9 o'clock St. Patrick’s Society, preceded by
Wilson's brass band playing ¢ 5t. Patrick's

welcome prepared for Parnell.. In the mean-
time the varloua other Irish societles had
been forming in line: along St. Joseph street,
and thus everything was in: readiness await-
ingthe arrival of the train. -Shortly after
9 o'olock the reception committee, St. Pa-
trick’s Society and the Sbamrock ILncrosse
Club marched from the position. they held
near the ..entrance to the station -and ap-
prorched the giding immediately north of the
building proper.

anhounced for 9.15, its appearance at the ex-
pected time was a completa surpries both
to the passive and active sympathizers.
The torch.bearers were chatting together on
subjects foreign to the cause which had called
them together, and the major part of the vast
crowd was keeping well down at the eastern
end of the station as an immediate arrival
was not anticipated, when suddenly the head-
light of the engine was obeerved not fifty
yards away. Instantly a tremendous cheer
issued from the throats of thoss who were In
a position to see the advancing train, but it
was immediately caught up by the people
furtber on towards the main entrance, and &s
it rolled eastward it incressed in volume until
the old building was fairly shaken with thy
vocal 8alvogs of welcome accorded to

IRELAND'S NEW APOSTLE OF LIRERTY.

The torch-bearers, although taken by sur-
prise, were still in time with their flambeauz,
for before the traln had reached them a long
line of torches was throwing a brilliant light
from one end of thu station to the other, As
soon as the locomotive stopped the crowd
pressed towards the rear cr Pullman car
where it was known Parnell and the party
who accompanled him were seated, and so
strong was the pressure that the police and
committee-men found it Impossible to resist.
A few moments Iater the rear door of the car
opened, and the party iseuing forth stood
on the platform wunder the fall glare
ot the torches. Painell was easlly recog-
nired, although none of the portraits received
in advance of him bear more than a faint re-
semblance to the original. There stood the
leader of the I[rish nation, the disciple of
O’Connell, with the virtues, youth, and rell-
gion of Robert Emmaett, calmly surveying the
exciting scene beneath him, while his people
thronged around him to pay due homage te
his worth aud to testify their appreciation of
the principles represented in his person. For
some moments it was found {impossible
to clear a space through which the
party mizht pass, but at length
a way was cleared and Mr. Parnell and the
deputation who went to meet him moved
slowly down the platform. If the cheering
which greeted the approach of the train was
deafening, what must be sald of the huzzas
which split the air as the great sgitator pro-
ceeded towards the gateway. Then the
cheering which burst forth acquired an incon-
ceivable dignity from the intense enthusiasm
which vibrated in its very tomes. It was
wild, yelling and cheering being Intermingled.
Intense in its exgression of love for the man
whe was intrepialy bearing aloft the green
banner in the midat of itz enemies, it was
gavage asan expression of resentment towards
that Government whigh bas systematically
earned for itself the andying hatred of the
Irish nation. The people were

and in their greeting to Parnell it is no
exaggerstion to say that Erin uttered anothsr
protest agalnst the accursed system which
has frequently ground her children to starva-
tion, and has always kept them in poverty.
A carriage was in waiting at the side ontrance
to the station, and thither Mr. Parnell was
directed. Wirh some difficulty a passage was
cleared, and the guest of the Irish citizens
entered the vehiclo, followed by Mr. T.
Henly, hig secrotary, Bro. Arnold, Mr, ¥. B.
McNamee, and Mr. Poter O'Leary.

FORMATION OF THE PROCESSION.
In the intervening time large crowds ot per-
sons filled the principal strests leading to the
centre of the city,and at elght o’clock no ap-
proximate idea could be formed of the nam-
bers which continued to move in the direction
of the Bonavevture station. The utmost en-
thusiasm prevailed, and on all sides the
greatest rejoicing was heard. All stations of
life and all ages wore represented ; the young
vied with the old in testifying their esteem
for the illustrious visitors. This enthusiastic
spirit was not alone observable among the
male portion of the population, but
THE GENTLE SEX WAS WELL REPRESENTED,
and, notwithstanding the severity of the wea-
ther, the streets were well lined during the
whole line of march. On Craig street the
rather novel spectacle of about sixty horse-
men was presented to the astonished gaze of
the large crowd which had congregated in
that Jocality. Enquiry elicited the informa-
tion that the mounted men were members of
the Montreal Hackmen's Bencvoleut Union,
and that they appeared in such numbers to
act as a gusrd of bonor to Mr. Parnell and
the gentlemen accompanying him. It bhad
been arranged that all the societies takiog
part ghould assemble at their reapective halls
and proceed thence to the Huymarket square,
where the grand formation wae to take place.
Several societies followed the rule thus laid
down, but others marcbed direct from their
rooms to Chaboillez square, where they took
up their positions while

AWAITING THB ARRIVAL OF THE TRAIN,
For about an hour preceding the signal of
the arrival of the distinguished party the
streefs were almost altogether impasasble
owing Lo the dense crowds congregated at all
points where it was at all possiblethat a
glimpse could be, in any manuer, obtained of
the {llustrious agitator. At a glven signal
the various societies took up their positions
in the square, and along St. Joseph street,
and soon the word was pa-ged along tho line
that Ireland’s representatives had landed in’
Canada’s commaercial metropaolia.

On the intimation being given, the dense
mass moved ina body towards the station,
and here the roand became altogether impas-
sable. The Marshals of the various socisties,
under the command of Mr. Joseph Cloran,
Grand Marshal, succeeded, however, before
long in clesring a .road sufficiently large to
allow the passage of the carriages, which was
oven :then attended with difficulty, as .the
muliitude pressed closer as the vehicle neared
their standing point, in order to catich a
glimpse of the patriotic and sincere friend of
Ireland.; All. obstacles having .been over-
come the Marshals, without much delay, suc-
‘goeded irtaarchalling the procession, which

In this order the vast concourse, num-
bering not less than 8,000 persous, cach
bearing a lighted torch, pasgsed through the
following streets :—From Bonaventure Sta-
tion to St. Joseph street, up St. Joseph to
McCord, along McCord to Wellington, down
Wellington to McQill, along McGill to Craig,
down Craig to St. Lambert Hill, up St. James
to the St. Lawrence Hall.

As the tortuous course of the triamphal
procession drew to a close the masses ot
people lining the sidewalks Increased in
density, until it became a matter of wonder-
ment how such a impetuous gathering could
be confined within the bounds prescribed by
the cordon of polide drawn up on the curb-
stones. Kvery slreet or thoroughfare con-
verging on our] local Broadway sent forth ita
buman current of vital existence to swell the
ever increasing sea of faces upturned in o de-
sgire to obtain

A GLIMPSE OF THE APPROACHING PAGEANT,

Now the stralns of musio are horme on the
still winter's night breeze and the expectant
throng, with eyes dilated, sway and surge in
a futile effort to feast thelr vieual organs on
the approaching scenc. Slowly it advances,
the martial music momentarily Increasing in
volume, unti! [ts bursts fell on the clear frosty
alr in a flood of melody and joyous expression
of esteem. Then succeed an endless chain of
flaring flambeanx, which cast their lurid
glare on the lofty monuments of architectu-
ral gkill, which border the thoroughiares, and
flach back from their lofty helghts the com.
mingled rays of the artificial Jight, thus in-
tensfying and vivifying with

the already animated spectacle below. Now
the vicinity of the St. Lawrence Hall is at.
tained, and, in obedience to the peremptory
command of » Halt,” issued by Mr. Joseph
Cloran, Marshal.in-Chief, the progress of the
phalanx is arrested and simultaneously the
entire line opens out, presonting an avenue
of human forms awaiting the passage of the
hero of the hour. A fedious delny ensues,
but the monotony ¢f the otherwise tiresome
interval is relieved by the intense excitement
attendant on the arrival of the patriot. A low
hum, which Increases to a loud murmur,

PARNELL'S ADJACENT BITUATION.

Peering down the open and undisputed
area of the busy thoroughfare, a carriage is
seen approaching, not drawn by horses, but
by n traction force of mors impulsive and
appreciative nature, Stout hempen cords,
manned by the athletic representatives of the
Shamrock Lacrosse Club, constituted the ap—
plied power, and with this token of popular
gratitude be “ ngitator,” seated in a comfort-
able equipage, glides towards his destination.

discharged their passengers, who arvanged
themselves in files on each sidoe of the ap-
proach to the main entrance, so that when
Mr, Parnell disembarked he entered his tem-
porary abode tbrough an aisle of notables
Tepresenting the varioua phases and divistons
of the Irish Catholic race. .
