y TLE SCENE OF DISTRUCTION.

Sabine Pass, emptyiog into the Galf of

Mexico, is the dividing line b tween Texas
and Louisiaza. Tu the weetward, on a poivt
jutting well out inta the Gulf, lies the Texas
southerly land’s end. To the right, coming
down in & graceful curve, is the Louisiana
shore, ending in & marsh ¢n which, on aridge
of high land, stands the Sabine DIass light.
The light buroed brightly, beamiog from ita
eighty-five foot tow r far over the dreary
streich of watars, What had happened within
the radins of its rays had appsrently not
affected it. 'The keepers were still alive and
teue to their post, though in soeiwer Lo she
shrill screams of the Penrose's whistle no an-
swering signal came. .

Srewart cluog toa door frame aud ber daagh-
ter secured & mattress, and thu3 all night
they diifted acroes the prairieand into Sabine
like, uotil tinally picked up by a rescuiog
party five miles west of Sabine city. Captain
Stowart, Hemmivpway ond Carson were
saved by ciinging t» pieces of the house, and
the meeting between ihe captain, his wife
and danghter was a most affecting one.

SOME HEARTRENDING INCIDENTS.

GALVEsTuN, Texas, Oat. 16.—Further pas-
ticulovs of the disaster at Sabine Pass #nl
Johnson’s Bayou are constautly being re-
ceived. Inanumerable touching and heart-
rendiog incidents are related by survivors.
QOae Liouse was seen to go down with a crash
containing fourteen colored peuple, evaryoane
of whom was lost. Incidents are related of
busbands lashing their wives snd children to
floating wrecka and then seeing them killed
by hesvy logsdriving against them. A young
woman, in & nude state, was found roamiog
aronnd the prairie yestcrday five miles from
Sabine., She was demented and could not
tell her own name.

A FATHER'S TERRIBLE TALE.

Sabine yesterday it found Columbus Martel
vowing around the Delta, locking for the
badies of bhis family. He said: Myeelf,
wife and three children were clinging to a
floating roof.

ALL OF THE GREW PERISHED,

Thea troopship ‘Lyne, which is thirty hours
overdue at Plymouth, has been sighted off
there, laburivy teriibly in the storm. The
greatest snxiety has been entertained con.
cerning her for twenty-four hours. The
British ship Teviottdale, which sailed for
Carditl, Wales, en Thursdsy, was wrecked
on Cacrmarthen bar. There were on beard
twenty-eight persons. The lileboat rescued
nine passengers. Nineteen others, among
whom were the coptain and officers, weie left
in the bost, and but two succeeded in reach-
ing the shcr: elive, The other seventeen
perished in the waves. The great burricane
wan accompacied by the heaviest rainstorm
within memory. During laat night there
were meny collisions and wrecks and a
pumber of Chunnel fishing boats were
stronded, The bench at Brighton pre-
sents a spectacle of de:truction. A tor-
pedo guubont at Pertsmouth dragged its
anchor ard drifted inte the mud,
but was rescued by tugs.

character of the proposals which he made last
April. The necessity of the moment for Lovd
Randolph then was to defeat M. Gladstone,
and in order to do this it heeame neecessaryrto
denounce his p'an and te inveigh against
“Repeal of the Union.” Tt waz, however, ob-
served by cverybody thak durving the whole of
the late clectoral contest the noble lord xaid wo
ginele word which would mske it inconsistent
for him afterwards to propose a Howme Rule bill
of bis own.  Well, Mr. Gladstone was defeated,
the Conrervatives hiave cume into oflice, and
Lord R ud »ph has not only advanced Inwmself

into the foremost position of power, but
has  ruthiessly swept  aside  all the  old
leaders, whose eld-fashioned Toryism might
prove an olstacle to  his  policy, and

has veplacel thaa by men of the uewer
schuol of Tory Demoacrucy, I3eing in uflice, the
busiress of the moment is to take measures to
gtay there. The every day cxistence of the
Government deperds npon the support of the
75 Likeral Unionists, and Lord Randolph's first
move towards renderiog his power permanent
has been the promulgation of » programmme of
domestic luogislation” for Great Britain which
contains alnost every articls of the Radical
creced as profersed by Mr. Chawmberlain.

The suppression of the League and the enact-
ment of coercion would be coincident with the
expulsion of the Irieh members from the House
of Commons and the inevitable outbreak of
crime in Ireland, and the Jast position of our
rulers won'ld be infinitely worse than the first.

His
estate hms boen inherited by him en-
cumbered with mortgages ard fsmily
charges to the extent of probably two-thirds of
its value, He bas, after payment of interest,
about one-third of his nominal rental to live
npon. The Land Act uf 188L almost swept that
margin away, and any further reduchoqs_now
would mean for him utter sad unceaditional
ruin ; for, be it remembered, no matter how
much land falls in value and no matter how his
rental is reduced, the intercst to mortgagees and
the (amily charges must ba paid in full. Tt is
this ¢'ass of Jandlord which is a standing men-
ace Lo the public peace in Ireland, aad I graatly
fear that having declined to restrain him
from ext:rt'on by law, the Government wil
nd it impossible to restrein him by appesls to
his forbearanc®, The thcg ogf the Government,
Liowever, 18 piaiv.
