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THE LATE FMPEROR FREDERICK.

LospoN, Juns 15, —The Emperor of Ger-
many died as 11 thia morning.

Frederick 111, King of Prussia and German
Emper r, died aveleven o'clcck this mornirg at
Potsdam. Loog os has been his illness, ateady
as has been the pregress of the disease, cer-
tainly fatal as it was known the end would
be, nevertheless his death will be a shock to
the whole civil'zel werld. No prince .f the
age has won such world-wida esteem and
even love as did Frederick William. Worthy
in every respect of the loyalty of his own sub-
jects aud the deepess respect of all people was
the man who seemed to vnits the virtuss of a
great prince with tbe virtues of a humble sub.
ject, and who sermed to eschew the vices of
both. Greatly s he died, it can only be said
that his death was worthy of the life he lved.
The ounly bitterncess which can wingle witn
the pgrief for his death, lies 1n the
thought of the losa to Germany of a
ruler possessitg mature wisdom, wise libe-
rality, a wha'esome love of peace, and & moral
character which might serve subjects of all
clasaes asa model. At euch & crisis as the pre-
sent, when Germaay is surrounded with envious
enemies, whom she has dexpo’led and disappoint-
ed, and is supported by drubtful friends whom
also shie has humiliated. when al! are armed for
a grest strugele, and are watchfully alert for
the signal, the death of an Emperor whom the
bitterest enemirs of the empire regarded as al-
most their friend is little less than a calamity
to Furope. Brief ns his been his reign,
howevar, and baflled as he bas beem in his
weakness by thosv who have made his illness

Gt

an opportunity to thwart him, ib mnas not be
taken too hastily for granted that ha has ac-
eomplistied pothing. If he had died before
caming to the throre his life would have had
to be reckoned with by the historian of the
German Empire. For years hia liberalism was
understocd thronghout Germsny, and hopes
were founded upon his acceseion which made
Liberaliem & great power, even in the face o'l;
the mutagonism of the *‘mnn of blood and iron,
who bad built up the empire, and thereby won
a sors of right to despotically guide its affaira.
German Liberals will enter upon the long
struggle which aeems to be Dbefors them with
the strength thus gained and with the mo
small impetus which the dying effcris
of a greatly beloved Emperor in the direotion
of reform hoe given. To the Empress Victoria
in the hour of the greatest sorrow her life is
likely to know, the reverence and love of all her
countrymen will go out. It is, perhaps, impoe-
sible to aay more of her than that she was fully
worthy af such o husband, that she had a great
mfluence upon her character. Rightly or
wrongly she is credited by the highesy classes
in Germauy with creating a great reaction
against sll that is considered most Prussian.
That her strength of charncter was great
enough to accomplish so much in spite of her
most difficult pesition in Berlin, and 1n spite
of the antsgonism with which -she has had
to stroggle from the time she entered the
German capital whlle she was still little
more than a girl, until now that she is & middle
aged woman, is enouzh to raise the hops that
ghe will yet succeed She had entertaived
hopes of doing a grest work in elevating, eman-
cipating and ennnbling German womankood.
Her activity a2 au Empress, evea when the ill-
pess of her husband demanded nearly all her
time, was au earnest of a wise purpose to acceph
responsibilities and duties of a national snd im-
perial character, fitting the position of the con-
gort of an Emperor. An Empreas endued with
demogratic ideas knew that it was her noblest
duty to serve her people. We cannob but be-
lieve that she will yeb creats for herself a aphere
in Germany, which will enable her to accom-
plish much, if not sll, of what she has planned
On the 9:h of March the Emperor William
died in Berlin, Ta-day, the 16th of -June, his
son, the Emperor Frederick, is dead. During
the bbres months of his brief reign the thoughts
of the world have never been absent from him
for a day, for during thet time he has been
fighting with steadfsat patience and courage &
double fight, for life for himself and for free-
dom for the people of Germapny. Frederick
II1., known first as Prince Fraderick William,
then the Crown Prince, sud latterly as the
German Emperor, was born. on October 18th,
1831, and was therefore at the time of his death
in his Gfty-seventh year. Like all Prussian
princes he waa from his earliest days brought
gp in a umform and trained as @& soldier,
Although much time was given to military ex-
ercises, the young Prince was very early placed
under half & dozen tutors, one of whom wag
Ernest Curtine, whoss noble infiuence had
much to do with fhe direction the Prince's
idens afterwards took -toward Liberalism.
Later on the Prince became a atudent of Bonu,
where he lived the life of an ordinary student,
being a notably hard worker. Of the Uni-
veraity he later on became rector, ln 1848,
when his fatber, then the Crown Prince, was
driven from Berlin bacanse of his stern man-
ner of putting down with caunon the abterapt-
ed revolution, they came to England, where
the lata Emperor was suppozed to have imbibed
democtatic ideas snd a grest admiration for
constitutional ideas which were not, however,
examplified in after life.  Princs Frederick
William, then a youbh of seventeen, first meb
ths Princess Royal of England, who waa only &
bright child of eight years. 1t ia naid, however,
that the Prince was very much amusad with the
precocious dignity and cleverness of the Prin-
cess, and bhat, in spite of her. tender years
they became comrades,: It in- certain that the
iden  of s marriage of bhe two was then

*

*

formed by the parents of both, and was after-
warde always ente:tained as a probability, In
1850. Princ2 Willtam returned to his studies
and later travelled in the South of Eurape and
in Egypt. In 1853, just when Ergland was re-
joicing over the full of Sebastopnl, Prince
Willism paid a visit to Balmoral with rthe ex-
press purpose of woring the Princa:s Vietaris,
then only a girl of 13 vesrs. The Prince Con-
sort and the Queeo, when the propnsal was
foripally made on the 20th of September, c.n-
aented, but requeated him not to speak to the
Priocess until after the confirmation. Oan the
29th of September *durine our ride up
Craig-nn-Baq,” writes the Queen, ** Prince
William picked n  piece of  white
““heather (the emblem of good Inck)
‘* which be gave Vickey, and tii: enabled him
‘%0 make an al.usion to hir hupes and wisher
'* ag they rode down Glen Gernock, which led
'* to the happy cooclusion” of .an epgagement.
Thur began a union which has been one of the
happiest and the noblest ever furmed. .Jan, 25,
1858, the marriage took place. Neven children
wera born, of whom all bat one atill live, In
1866, when war br.ke ont between Prussia and
Austria, the Prince toock command of three
army corpr, composed of 125000 men. Hie
army uodertook some difficuls op¢rations
in the Sudetic hills, and fought many brillians
engagements. The march to Konigaiatz, which
Rreay victory was won by his unexpected appear-
suce inthe middle of the battle, turned the
fortunes of the day and gave the Germans their
greatest triumphk  In the war between Germany
and Fraoce be had command of the Third
German Army, composed mostly of troope from
the BSoutheru kingdoms aud municipalities,
He won their raverence and dsvotion, and
ib was by them thap t1 e title of *“ Unser Fritz"
way given _The Crown Prince’s army was en-
gaged ot Weissenburg, at Woorth, at Sedan,
and at the crossing of tha Meuse. It also
took part in the siege of Paris. On October
28th, 1870, the Prince was created a field mar-
shal of Prussia. In 1871 he paid a wisit to Eng-
land. Last yesr lie was a conepicuous figure in
the Queen’s Jubilee procession at Liondon. He
was evén then ruifering from the disease which
bas now ended fatally. Daring the winter the
Prince resided at San Remo, his life, day by
day, siuce that time, having been chronicled in
the newspapers. On the death of tha Emperor
on the 9th of March, hea removed to Charlotten-
burg, aud later to Berlin  Although thu pro-
gress of his disease has been constant, and at
times his condition has been critical, he yet per-
formed the Quties of hia poaition.

CABLE TELEGRAMS.

Loxpoy, June 12.—The change for the
worse in Emperor Frederick is very grave.
The Prince nf Wales has received n cipher tele-
gram from Potsdam which nnoounces that the
disease with which the Emperor is suffering
from has attacked the trachea by meavs f an
opening wade in the operation of tracheotemy.
The complication iz most dangerous. It was
announced by Dr, Macksnzie some time ago as
s dangerous possibility. It puts an entirely new
aspect upon the case and decresses very m\_xch
the Emperor's chance of prolonging his life.
The uncertainty of the case is made evident by

a convereation had_ yesterday with
Dr. Mark Hovell, Sir Morrel's assistant,
who hss just arrived from Germany.

Dr. Hovell, usudlly the most tacitura of men,
spoke with the greatest contidence and hope,
and, of course, with the grente:t possible
authority, as Dr. Mackanz'e's contdans. He
said 16 was certain the disease was not cancer ;
that the case was progressing well and the
dootors had fairly good hope of the patient’s
ultimnte recovery, a hope never even Whispered
before, and every confidence that the Emperor
would live many months longer in any care. In
& letter just published in the British Medical
Journal, and which, though it 18 not known, is
written by Dr, Mackenzie, a very hopsful view
is taken of thinga, But this last information
makea the outlook as gloomy as ever, It in pro-
bable the exach nature of this last complication
will not be made koown offictally, as it would
tend to confirm certain rumora as to the nature
of the Emperor's disease ; rumors which, if
teue, permit & hops of ultimate recovery, but
whigh for reagons of policy must be vigorously
denied. X .

Both great political parties are concerned
about she immediate future of the House of
Commons, and the whips on both sides are
showing unwonted actlvxty'in their efforts wu
keep the members of all sections well up to the
mark in attendance during the debate on the
local gnvernment bill.

LoxNDoN, June 13.—The rerious relapis of the
Emperor was what was expected from the steady
and irresistible progrese of his diseass. There
has been no news but this for some time pasy.
All who have heen well informed were simply
looking for an advance of the malady beyond
the skill of the physicinne to delay its further
progress. Such a point seems to have been now
reached, and the absurd misataterents of Iavor-
able bulletins are bacoming such bold falsehoods
thab almost no cradib is given them, even as in-
dieations of the Kaiser's superficial condition,
Tt is » wonder that blaod-poisoning has not
been manifested, and this, as well ag the unex-
pectedly slow encroschments of a fatal ‘malady,
Is to be credited to_the skill, care’ and goo
sense of Sir Morell Mackenzie. The cause for
slarm is now more Berious and preesing than ab
any previous time.  Thia is understood all over
Europe, snd the oritical condition of the Em.
peror is again inspiring Enropesn political circles
with intenss uneasiness, The sltuation is fely
to be everywhere more strained than during the
winger, and thejbelief is universal that after the
Kairer's death war_cannot be long avoided. I
should not be surprised if the cable were to carry
you, before you go to press to-night, information
of the sufferer’s demise. So you will underatand
how vital the crisis i at hand in international
relations on the continent, ' The continued ar-
msments throughont’ Earope, Her Von Tisa's
recent warning speech in the Hungarian Dist
concerning foreigners ‘ab the Parin exhibition
and the violent German wmeasures, duaoted
ogainst France or against & hastile nation, like

the Alace-Lorraine passport business, all
R£i%e indirputslly -vidence ot the ticklish inse-
curity of th« positivn of public affaira, Every
army on the cootinent seems to be crouch-
e for & BRKINE 5 aven Austria ir not credited
with anv 1enl da-ire for peace. The bope that
Bismarck night be able to « flect some sort of
3 compromix¢ betwern Russia and Austria,
which the partios fur peace have entertained, is
ne longer held, and there is no expeciation ex-
cept war.  The newa that DeGiers has obtained
l-uve of absence from his post ay the head of
the Russian foreign uffice proves thab the nego-
Lintiona between the two gavernments will not be
entered upon, and points in the direction of a
total severance of diplomatic interests and
efforts at peace.

try nob excepted, and many people, Socialista
and Jews of Germany, perhaps, most of all, may
bitterly regret the untimely death of the Bm-
peror Frederick and the accession of William IT.

Kaiser William I,
in the glamor of his youthful distinction of face
and figure, of his desp Teutonic prejudices, of
bis all controlling belief in himselt and his race
and his destiny—could hurl o practically united
Germany in warfare enst, west or south
olonth after he had nscended the Hohenzollorn
throne. The whole German nation from Basle:
to Komqaba‘rg would rise to his enthusiastic
support, Iivery young man from Thorm to
Cablentz would burn to rise with him for
CONQUEST OR GLORY.

This is nob s plensant or humane concluaion,
but it is a necessary one, The lesson taught b
Prussia's success—by the rise of the Hohenzol-
lern dynnaty—is an object lesson in blood and
iron which has not been loat on any German
mind. Every youth, from the humblest field
laborer in Thuringia to the Crown Prince, who
waits upon the very doorsill of Imp:rial power,
has that lssson ingrained in every fibro of his
being.
