decides to re—establish, in accordance with its

preparation of the convention, 
rules of procedure, 
to continue the full and complete process of negotiations, developing and 
working out the convention, except for its final drafting, taking into account 
all existing proposals and drafts as well as future initiatives with a view to 
giving the Conference a possibility to achieve an agreement as soon as 
possible. This agreement, if possible, or a Report on the progress of the 
negotiations, should be recorded in the report which this Ad Hoc Committee 
will submit to the Conference at the end of the second part of its
