I have.the honor to refer to recent discussions between representa-tives of.our two Governments for the general purpose of reaching aflagreement to the end that the economic efforts of,.the two countriesbeco-ordinated for the cammgn defense and that the production and re-15ources of bodi. countries be used.for-the best combined resuits, Îhie4deliberations were based on concepts of economic cooperation which wereinherent in the Hyde Park Agreement of 1941* and which are. stili valitoday. 'Ihey formuiated and agreed to the "Statement of P'rirciples foEconomic Cooperation" annexed hereto, which is intended t'o guide,ilthe ight of these basic concepts, the activities of our respectivGove rnments.

If.this attached.statemen-t is agreeabie.to your G overnment, thisnote and your.repiy tothat effêct.wili constitute an agreement bctweeOur two Governrnents on.this su4bject.
