into consideration the state and welfare of Our said Dominion of Canada and
therein to do as may seem necessary. Herein Fail Not,

In Testimony Whereof, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,

and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. Witness, Our Most
