THE CANADIAN ECONOMY
INQUIRY AS TO STEPS TO REDUCE POVERTY

Mrs. Grace Maclnnis (Vancouver-Kings-
way): Mr. Speaker, I should like to direct my
question to the Prime Minister. In view of the
warning given yesterday by the vice chair-
man of the Economic Council of Canada that
failure to deal with poverty in a purposeful
way may well result in violence in Canadian
cities, will the government give this matter
the priority that it so urgently demands?
Many people would like an answer to that
question.

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
The answer is yes, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Ed Schreyer (Selkirk): My supplemen-
tary question arises from the fact that since
the war on poverty was declared five years
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ago, the only sound of that has been the
crackle of the press release from the Liberal
backbenchers, I should like to ask the Prime
Minister—

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. The hon. mem-
ber cannot make a speech; he has to ask a
question.

Mr. Schreyer: I should like to ask the
Prime Minister or anyone representing the
Minister of Regional and Economic Expansion
if he can assure the house, in the light of
mounting concern about this problem, that
before the end of this session the government
will submit to parliament concrete measures
relative to poverty in Canada.

Mr. Trudeau: The minister has already
announced his intention to introduce for first
reading a bill concerned with this aspect of
regional economic development.

Mr. David Lewis (York South): I address
this question to the Prime Minister, Mr.
Speaker. In view of the fact that the findings
in all the analyses of poverty in Canada,
including that made by the Economic Council,
show that poverty is by no means limited to
the disadvantaged regions of Canada but that
it also exists in the large urban areas—

what organization has been set up inside or
outside the cabinet to deal with the question
of poverty, not only in the disadvantaged
areas but elsewhere in the country?
