1. (1) Paragraph (f ) of section three of The Bankruptcy 
Act, chapter thirty-six of the statutes of 1919, is amended 5 
by striking out the word “meeting” in the first line thereof, 
and in the fourth Une thereof by replacing the word “meet­
ing” by the word “creditors”.

(2) The said section is further amended by adding 
thereto the following paragraphs :— 10

“(i) If he gives notice to any of his creditors that he 
has suspended or that he is about to suspend payment 
of his debts;

“(j ) If he ceases to meet his liabilities generally as they 
become due”. 15
