" RICH HOTEL STAKES

Two Wins for J. K. L. Ross
~at Saratoga Where Five
Favorites Failed.

Saratoga, N.Y., Aug, 2—The running

|of the United States Hotel Stakes this

afternéon afforded oppeortunity for a good

line on the possible champion of the year,
and the Glen Riddle Farm representative,
Man o' War, by his sparkling perforni-
ance in the race, showed himself one of
the best, if not the best, of this year's
crop of juvenile racers. Among Man )
War's victims this afternoon was the
much-discussed Bonnie Mary, considered
by the easterners as the best filly of the
year.
the closest follower the winner had for
most of his trip, but near the end he had
to ‘be hustled some to stall off the de-
termined bid made by Homely, which fin-
ished like a shot. The race had a gross
value of $10,000, of which $7000 net went
to the winner. The winner cost his own-
er as a yearling, and was bought at
the Saratoga sales last season.

The Kenner Stakes, for three-year-olds,
which had its first decision in 1870, when
the redoubtable Enquirer placed it to his
credit, was a secondary feature, and the
race was a repetition of last season by
the fact that, like Enfilade, a filly, tri-
umphed in it. The winner, Milkmaid,
carried the colors of Commander J. K. L,
Ross. She was well handled by Jockey
Sande, and achieved her success only
after a spirited stretch-duel with Cirrus.

Jockey Sande, who was suspended for
sixty days at Churchill Downs for reach-
ing out for Lilllan Shaw's bridle while
astrike of Milkmaid, during the running
of the Kentucky Oaks, signalized the ter-
mination of his suspension by riding War
Pennant to victory and ring the first
purse [for J. K. L, Ross at this term of
racing. War Pennant’s victory was un-
expected, as Harry Payne Whitney's
Dominant was held in high esteem, and
confidently expected by his connections
to outfoot his opposition, ’

The half-dozen that started in the
steeplechase furnished a spectacular con-
test, with victory ultimately going to
Northwood, which had been the leader
for practically the entire trip.
