ONE DEAD 9HE OTHER DYING.

The Awful Sight Which Met the Gaze of
Young Atkinson —Father's and Mother's
Corpses in the Same Bed.

Inwood, Ont., Dec. 19.—The usual
quiet of this town was disturbed this
morning by the news of a terrible
tragedy. About 6 o’clock the son of
Joseph 'Atkinson, general merchant,was
awakened by the report of a pistol
shot, coming apparently from his fath-
er's room, He got up and made an
investigation.

‘When he opened the door of the room
a terrible sight met his eye.

Lying in bed were his father and
mother, both shot, the mother dead
and the father dying. An hour ter
the father also was a corpse.

It is supposed that Joseph Atkinson
shot his wife while she lay sleeping
and then turned the pistol on himself.

No reason can be assigned for the
awful deed unless it be that Mr. Atkin-
son, who had been sick for gome time,
had become temporarily .insane as &
result of his iliness, and committed the
deed while In that condition of mind.

Mr. Atkinson had been in business
in this place for 18 years ‘the greater
part of which time he was manager
for Messrs, Moope, Holmes & Court-
wright. On retiring from busi-
ness he acqu the stock and store,
and was considered to be in good cir-
cumstances financially., He was aged
47 years. Mrs. Atkinson was 45.
