River, beginning either at Lon-
kuenil, St. Lambert or  Laprii-
rie, and ending at St. Johns, a distance
of eighteen miles. The company is to |
have a capital of $6,000,000 and the|
canal is to be 14 feet deep. It is said
that leading Canadian and American
capitalists are at the back of Mr. Cor-
riveau’s scheme.

Navy League Men Have a Lever in Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach’s Intimation—
Ladies Objecied to Using the Yankee
Flag in Sanday Scheel Decorations—
Ottawa General News.

Ottawa,: Jan. 23.—(Special.)—The out-
spoken utterances of Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach on Canada’s obligations towards as-
sisting In naval defence of the Empire will,
it Is thought, greatly streamgthen the ef-
forts of the Navy League to induce the
Government to undertake the training as
a naval reserve of the hardy fishermen of
our Atlantic coasts during the winter
months, when thousands of men are idle.
Some time ago Capt. Spain, commandant

of the fisheries protection fleet, drew up a
scheme ‘of this kind for the information of
the Government, and it 4s now reported
that the Government will ask Parliament
at the coming session for $50,000 towards
putting it into effect.

Targets Not to be Changed.

The secretary of the Dominion Rifle As-
sociation has received Information that
notwithstanding the  very high scoring and
a large number of ties with the highest
possible scores made with the Lee-Metford
rifle at the last Bigley meeting, the Coun-
cil of the National Rifle Asociation has de-
cided not to make any reduction at the
next prize meeting in the size of the tar-
gets or any of their pafts.

Ladites Object to Yankee Flags.

Several ladles at the West End Metho-
dist Church objected on Friday night to
the use of any American flags in decoration
rooin. A Sunday
school festival was In progress and a num-
ber of the ladies assisted in decorating the
church with flags. Two American flags
were noticed among the others on the wall,
and some ladies brought other American
flags from thelr homes. When the flags
were noticed, immediately several of the
ladies declared they would not remain If
any American flags were used, and in con-
sequence the American flags on the wall
were taken down and laid aside, and only
Union Jacks used. The Incident lasted
only a few minutes, but excited some com-
ment afterwards,

ORIGIN AND USE OF NOVELS.

Admirable Leetare by Prof. Alexandcr in
Students’ Union Hall on Sat-
urday Afternoon.

To one of the largest audiences ever seen
in the Students’ Union Hall, Prof, Alexan-
der lecturéd on SBaturday afternoon on the
subject, ‘‘Novels, Thelp Origin and Use,”
In introducing his lecture, Prof, Alexander
said that he felt that on the subject which
he had chosen to speak, his audlence would

be well informed, since the novel was the
most popular form of literature of the day.
In answer to the question, What is tne
typical novel? the lecturer sald that hard
avd tast lnes could not be drawn be-
tween the novel and its kindred forms of
literature, In the first place, the object of
the novel is solely to give pleasure, Al-
though such stories as the Yilgrim’'s Pro-
gress and Gulliver’s Travels resembled no-
vels, they were not so in the reai sense—
one taught religious truths the other sat-
irized certain life dand customs,
Should HMave N, Special Purpose,

The ideal novel has no purpose, and in so
far as the author writes with a purpose,
in so far does he miss the aim of the
vovel. Between the novel and the Story
it is difficult to differentiate, In the latter
the element of the marvelous, the unusual,
is necessary, whereas this i» not essential
to the novel. For example, **Solomon's
Mines and Dr. Jeykll and' Mr, Hyde
are not novels in the same sense in which
Peadennis is, The essential characteristic
of the novel is its realism—its faithful de-
picting of the ordinary incidents of life
which touch our feelings,with which we are
familiar; and though anyone may tell a
story, it requires grpat ability, even gen-
lus, to mmake ordinary éveryday life Inger-
esting,

The Growth of the Novel.

After tracing in his usual seholarly fash-
fon the grawin, of the novel as it passed
torough such .héntds as John Bunyan and
Addison, through Spanish writers,who were
the first. to approximate the modern novel,
through Freneh writers, such._as the au-
thor of Gil Blas, to our own English De-
Foe, whose marvellously realistic- Robin-
son Crusde is so familiar, and t§ Richard-
son and -Fielding, who wrote of contem-
porary English life, and actual men and
women talking in the ordinary way, Prof.
Alexander said that 200 years ago there
was no such thing as a novel; and account-
ing for this late development of this form
of literature, he explained that people had
their human interest gratified through poet-
ry, ballads, stories, and chiefly by the
dramg, which was then iA its glory. The
decline of the drama led to the emergence
of the novel. The printing press was be-
ing perfected about the be-glnulu% of the
18th century; perlodical literature began to
circulate and education to spread to the
country districts; the influence of Puritan-
ism had shut off many fromethe pleasure
of the drama, so that it was natural that
the novel should take its place,

Its Theme Human Nature.

The novel is the artistic presentation of
humgn nature; the reader, through the
wer of the novelist, enters into real life,
¢ makes the acquaintance of different
aspects of lite. The broadening of the
Imagination we get through the reading of
novels is good, The fundameatal desire of
men Is for adequate scope, but the con-
ditions of life are such that the lives of
most are narrow; now, through the im-
agination, there is an escape from uarrow-
ing influences, and by it we may range
through experiences which broaden tge
mind and sympathies® and give something
of that culture which otherwise would not
be ours,

Novels may be understood by many to
whom other forms of literature are sealed
books, and in them Intellectual men find
rest and recuperation. Of course, said the
lecturer, there may be dangers In false
novels to weak-minded, unthinking people,
but they were no greater than the dangers
in faise history, science or thenlogy. He
who becomes acquainted with iife through
the eyes of Thackeray or Scott or George
d‘.-llr,t] will see wider and understand more
cenly,
