Wheat—We have bad quite a large amount 
of business In wheat futures here to-day at 
Improved prices. No English markets to­
day. Commission houses and 8t. Louis 
were among the best buyers In our market. 
Northwestern receipts, 481 cars, as compar­
ed with 399 cars a year ago. Clearances 
were moderate at 392,000 bushels. The 
visible supply showed a decrease of 060,000 
bush. Foreign news Is certainly very bull­
ish. Weather conditions are most favor­
able, but rains are badly needed In Kansas, 
without Which In one more week the crop 
will prove ah utter failure. Crop damage 
repot ts were more than numerous to-day, 
and were the main bullish Influence. It la 
reported that Tennessee will not raise half 
a crop, and all the experts who are now ont 
looking the country over send In report* of 
an alarming character. Minneapolis re­
ports 26,000 barrels of flour sold, and says 
a fairly good cash demand exists. New 
York was a moderate buyer and reports 9 
loads for export. Private cable reports 
continued drought In Russia and Roumnnln; 
the outlook for the latter country only half 
a crop. We believe tlfe situation Justifies 
purchases on every reaction, and look for 
very much higher prices. The market 
ranged to-day between 73%c and 73%c, clos­
ing very firm at 75c for July.

Corn—There was a moderate market In 
corn, prices ruling steady to firm. Country 
operators were the best buyers to-day. The 
elevator concerns were light sellers. Re­
ceipts 264 cars. Cash demand fair. Clear­
ances 231,000 hush. The visible supply de­
creased 2,003,000 bush. The market closed 
at best figures for the day.

On Wall Street.
The stock market drifted downwards al­

most uninterruptedly to-day, till tbe aggres­
sive upward movement In Sugar developed 
late In the day. This seemed to affect tbe 
Whole list by sympathy, 
traced tbelr earlier downward courses. Loss­
es on tbe day are general, but are within a 
point In most of the railroads and promi­
nent stocks. There was no real support 
to the market at any time, the ontslilc In 
the International securities being about nil. 
Neither was there any serious pressure of 
liquidation. The result was a dull and apa­
thetic market, with the bears nibbling here 
and there to develop weak points In the list. 
They were not aggressive In their tactics, 
and did not dislodge any large amount of 
stocks, the market becoming particularly 
stagnant whenever this .short selling was 
desisted from. The dropping tendency of 
prices was, neverthekss, very marked, and 
was assisted by positive weakness at a few 
points. Blocks of companies which profit 
by franchises within tbe State of New York 
were es 
a special
on the franchise tax bill. Metropolitan 
islrevt Railway, Manhattan, Consolidated 
Gas and Brooklyn Transit all showed 
splcuous declines, extending from 3 to 4 
points and over In tbe case of all but Man­
hattan. Third-avenue was a conspicuous 
exception to the group, and on a proposed 
new stock Issue rose four points. This 
stock drifted during the day on political 
gossip regarding the chances of the bill, and 
all showed notable rallies, the net losses 
being small, except la the ease of Brooklyn 
Transit and Consolidated Gas, which closed 
two points. The graln-earrylug roads, both 
In the West ami Southwest, were favorites 
of the bears on continued talk of crop dam­
age. Anaconda Mining, American Smelting, 
the Iron and steel stocks generally, and a 
number of other new Industrials, showed, 
conspicuous weakness, (in the other hand. 
New York Air Brake was marked up 10 
points, and Ann Arbor preferred, usually 
very Inactive, rose three points. The after­
noon rally was Induced by the vigorous up­
ward movement In Sugar to 161, and n very 
large and confident buying. The uneasiness 
of the shorts over this demonstration of 
strength drove them to cover In other stocks, 
making the close quite active and flrmv The 
holiday In London withdrew the usual In­
fluence fropi that source. Money continued 
a bandant and easy, and the foreign ex­
change market abated none of Its firmness, 
though there was no large demand for bills.

The New York Commercial Advertiser 
takes a bullish rather than n bearish view 
of the present security situation, 
noting that this year's exports of food stuffs 
from the United States are falling consider­
ably behind those of 1808, that'Journal goes 
on to say that the Industrial activity In the 
country will make up for any loss In this 
respect. The United States Is fast Increas­
ing Its exports of manufactures, and there 
appears to be great room In the future for 
expansion In this direction. This argument 
Is borne ont by the fact that the current 
exhibits of railway earnings favorably com­
pare with those of last year, In spite of 
the greatly Inferior volume of grain traffic. 
Viewed In .this light, it Is easy to see how 
the uncertainty now prevailing regarding 
the new crops may be exaggerated In Its 
Influence upon the security market. As a 
matter of fact, no evidence has yet home to 
hand which suggests an alarming decrease 
In cereal production and transportation dur­
ing the coming season. The winter wheat 
yield may fall anywhere from sixty to 
eighty millions from a year ago, but the 
prospect of a spring yield Is equally To voc­
able, and with additional reserves and a 
largely Increased acreage ot corn, promises 
to make good any deficiency In the total 
grain supply. Therefore, taking Into con­
sideration the traffic In breadstuff* (ynfl in 
manufactured articles, It la quite likely
