The canal made a profit on Its 
last half year’s working of $275,000, out of 
which the company was able to pay the 
Interest on Its first and second mortgage 
debentures, and $50,000 on account of the 
debentures held by the city of Manchester.

SilkNOW FOR THE POST-MORTEM.
Instead of celebrating the completion and 

opening of our new City Hall with elabor­
ate festivities It would perhaps be more 
In order to hold a post-mortem investiga­
tion. It was an unfortunate day when 
Mayor and Council committed this city to a 
project which has run away with two or 
three millions of good Canadian money. 
While we cannot undo what has been done 
an analysis of the causes of this monu­
mental folly may have a beneficial effect 
on the future doings of our aldermen. A 
searching post-mortem Is therefore the or­
der of the day. We trust that Mayor 
Shaw will have ready by the opening day 
a full statement of the expenditure on the 
building up to date. Including cost of site, 
arbitration expenses, architect’s fees, etc. 
And another Item that must not be forgot­
ten Is the running expenses. Let us know 
how much It Is going to cost us to main­
tain the building. When the various Items 
of maintenance are added together the 
hugeness of the bill will surprise most of 
us. Counting Interest on the capital in­
vested In the building, Insurance and main­
tenance It will be found that the white 
elephant is eating up money to the tune 
of three or four hundred dollars a day. The 
opening of the new City Hall will not af­
ford much comfort to those who have the 
Interests of the city at heart. The money 
that has been wasted In this building would 
have enabled ns to construct the proposed 
railway from Georgian Bay to Toronto, an 
enterprise which. Instead of being a con­
stant source of outlay and expense, would 
have done more than anything else In sight 
to build up Toronto. Now, Mr. Mayor, let 
us have the whole truth. Give the people 
a detailed statement of the expenditure on 
the building and the maintenance charges. 
The people are entitled to such a statement, 
and they should have It at once. The In­
formation should be accompanied by names 
to locate the responsibility for the various 
steps that have been taken In connection 
with the project.

GREAT BRITAIN’S WHEAT SUPPLY.
Recently It was made known on the Lon­

don Stock Exchange that the total stock 
of wheat in the granaries of Great Britain 
was less than 7,200,000 bushels, a quantity 
equal to eleven days’ supply, and the stock 
held by millers and bakers was about the 
same. This fact forms the basis of a scare 
article In a recent number of an English 
newspaper. Two-thirds of the wheat sup­
ply of Great Britain comes from Russia 
and the United States. “Were the com­
bined wheat speculators of America and 
Russia,” says the newspaper in question, 
“to withhold supplies for three months we 
should be a famine-stricken people!” The 
remedy suggested for this alarming condi­
tion is the cultivation, of wheat in the 
United Kingdom. With proper cultivation 
the wheat lands of Great Britain can be 
made to yield forty bushels to the 
The requirements of the population at pre­
sent are 260,000,000 bushels annually, which 
would need but 6,500,000 out of the 77,000- 
000 acres composing the area of the United 
Kingdom to be given up to wheat culture. 
According to the latest agricultural returns 
less than 48,000,000 acres are utilised In 
the production of food; a large part of It 
in pasture, and a great portion of the re­
mainder is indifferently cultivated.

Will Deal British Commerce a 
Great Blow, Without Doubt.

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>! London, Aug. 19.—The Saturday Review 
to-day, in an article on Europe and Ameri­
cans, sneering at the proposed Anglo-Ameri­
can alliance, frankly declares that It 
hunts to little or nothing. “We have,” The 
Review says, “accepted it almost as art 

policy that friendly rela- 
. United States Is the only

object worth aiming at In the Western 
Hemisphere. A few music hall ditties and 
after-dinner speeches would convince us 
that the object is secured, and that we 
should forthwith Ignore all American con­
cerns as contemptible strife çf parties.”

The Review then goes on to say there Is 
nothing In all that. “Our future in the 
West never received so severe a blow as 
that dealt It by Lord Salisbury's recogni­
tion of the right of North American Inter­
ference In South American concerns."

The Review, continuing, says the comple­
tion of the Nicaraguan Canal by the United 
States Is a certainty, and expresses the 
belief that it will deal British commerce 
perhaps the greatest blow it has ever sus­
tained. The paper supposes the canal to be 
Inevitable, but contends that Great Britain, 
In allowing It, should stand out for remun­
eration on account of waiving her Bulwer- 
Clayton treaty right.

“Enemies, possibly,” concludes The Re­
view, “rivals certainly, we must be with 
the United States In the years to come."

OUR TRADE WITH MANCHESTER.
An Idea of the possible development of 

Canadian trade may be gathered from the 
experiment of Manchester in establishing 
a direct steamship service between that 
city and Canada. The Manchester liners 
have created a new and almost Illimitable 
market for Canadian products. Manches­
ter Is the commercial centre of 8,000,000 
people. If Canadian products can find a 
market anywhere In the world they surely 
can In this great consuming district. The 
experiment of connecting the producers In 
Canada with the consumers In Manchester 
by a direct steamship line has proved emi­
nently satisfactory. The service was be­
gun last year with a fortnightly schedule. 
Now the service has been shortened to ten 
days, and It Is Intended to establish tegu­
lar weekly sailings this fall to meet the re­
quirements of the trade. The trade is but 
In Its Infancy. The steamship company Is 
building new first-class steamships as fast 
as possible. The Manchester liners are be­
ing equipped with special ventilating faci­
lities for the conveyance of fruit to Eng­
land. The equipment will be Installed In 
time for this season’s fruit harvest. It Is
