There was a tremendous crowd of people

Tanguay, pro-Mayor, read a lengthy and
eloquent address to Rev. Father O'Leary
on behalf of the citizens of Quebec. The
address was full of eloquent words of praise
for the heroic deeds of the good priest on
the battlefield during the time he was In
South Africa, and ended by asking him to
accept a purse of gold from the citizens of
Quebec as a mark of esteem, and sincerely
wishing that he may soon be restored to
perfect health.
The Father’s Modest Reply.

Father O'Leary answered In a few words,
saying that he had been far from deserving
8o enthusiastic a reception and thanking
heartily the good citizens of Quebec for
himself and the brave boys of the contin-
gent. As for himself, he felt that he had
only tried to fulfil his sacred duty as best
he could.

The March to Badfontein Was Mark-
ed by a Succession of Encounters
With the Enemy,

SEVEN WERE KILLED‘AND WOUNDED.

Boers Were Thick ss Flies Among
the Roeks and a Number of Cana-
dians Were Captured.

Ottawa, Nov. 4.—A teéport has been: re-
celved at the Militia Departmrent from Col.
Steele, commanding Strathcona’s Horse. It
is written from Spita Kop, under date of
Sept. 16, and in it he gives the following
reference to the action at Badfontein, in
which seven non-commissioned ofticers and
men .were killed and wounded.

““On the 5th inst. the regiment performed ;

the ‘duty of jprotecting the right anrd ‘left
of the camp. C "Squadron; ‘under Capt.
Cameron, were on the right. Lieut. Leckte
was sent to form an observation post on
the top of-a high ridge, apd Sergt. Logan,
with u section to place another on the
gghme ridge more to the front.

reached the summit, but after a time,|
