Pay of Excitement.
The day has been one of intense ex-
citement in St. Petersburg. The ficst
“inkling of the catastrophe leaked out
on the receipt of a telegram by Grand
Duke Viadimir from his son, Grand
Duke Boris, announcing the loss of the
Petropavilovsk and the wounding of
Grand Duke Cyril, who was first offi-
cer. Grand Duchess Vladimir was al-
most frantic on the receipt of the tele-
gram, being convinced that the message
was onl ya precursor of worse news,as
it was signed by Grand Duke Boris, in-
stead of by the aide to Grand Duke
Cyril, Lieut. von Kube, The reason why
the telegram was so signed afterwards
became apparent, as Lieut. von Kube
had gone down with the ship. -

Wildest Rumors Circulated.
Meantime the city was filled with the
wildest rumors, but the official de-
spatches were .80 meagre and private
acspatenes so cohflicting that thé public
was Kept in suspense for six hours.

Vice-Admirdal Makaroff's death is a
greater loss than would be that of sev-
eral battleships. He was the pride of
the navy and enjoyed the imphcit con-
fidence of his sovereign and of the offi-
cers and men of the service,

Speaking of his death, officers here all
remarked upon the strange fatality that
. Ie should lose his life on a heavily arin-
ored battleship, to which he ‘had a par-
ticular aversion. This morning for the
first time he raised his flag on a battie-
ship, while previously he had gone out
on board the cruiser Novik or Askold.
1t was 4t the urgent request of his
friends that he did het risk ’his life in
this fashion and so transferred his flag
to the Petropaviovsk.

Went Rather Unwillingly.

Mr. Blair begins his memorandum
with a strong plea for government own-
ership of railways.

tive, populous and promising portions
of the country. Under such circum-
stanees, if there were no other reasons
to be assigned, can the Intercolonial he
considered as affording a fair test of the
possibilities  of government owner-
ship?”

He also notes that the opera-
tion of the Intercolon:zl by the govern-
ment has secured'to the people of all
Canada who have access to it, moder-
ate and stable routes of transport, ap-
plied to all alike, and absolutely free
from discrimination, and there are no
discrimfnating rates. On other great
railway systems there are short and
preferential rates, while on the govern-
ment the public are assured of fair and
equal treatment. Mr. Blair discusses
