dianapolis labor organization will for­
mally dedicate on Labor Day, has al­
ready been informally opened by the 
Marion County Labor Day Committee. 
It is thirty acres In area and is located 
beyond West Indianapolis and Eagle 
Creek, and is reached by the West In­
dianapolis car. The St. Railway Co. has 
extended its line and built a bridge over 
Eagle Creek and by the time Labor 
Day arrives the entrance to the 
park will be thru a pretty series of 
gates at the terminal of the line.

At this time the finishing touches 
are being put on the first three of a 
dozen buildings to be erected. They 
ore the small office building, the pavil­
ion and the refreshment building.

The pavilion, which will be used for 
meetings, dances and roller skating is 
40 feet wide and 100 feet long and is a 
delightful open and cool place, while 
the refreshment building will be large 
enough to take care of almost anything 
up to a county fair crowd with a 
county fair thirst and a county fair 
demand for spring fried chicken and 
lemonade.

The possibilities for fnaklng the 
bor park one of the most beautiful In 
the city, or around the city—for 
one Is located Just beyond the city 
limits—is almost unlimited. The entire 
thirty acres, with the exception of a 
two-acre prairie Just large enough for 
the baseball and sports field is in 
woodland, and typical Indiana wood- 
land at that.
