NEW YORK. Jan. 25.—Within con­

of the thrilling accident have 

found a haven at last.
At nightfall to-night 1660 passengers 

from the two vessels were safe in this 
port, brought here by the Baltic. Fren- 

/ lied cheers from the thousands at the 
pier when she docked greeted her ar­
rival. Tears of thankfulness were 
shed, affectionate greetings were ex­
changed and only here and there was 
there a note of sadness heard.

On the Republic’s side little was to 
1 be learned. Her passengers told gra­

phic tales of the crash, of the', excite­
ment on board, of the bravery of the 
officers, the good behavior of the crew 
and the efficient work of rescue.

Little could be learned from Capt. 
Rospini of the Florida to-night, but ac­
cording to others who had been on 
board the Florida and were brought 
Into' port by the Baltic, something 
wentewrong with- the Florida’s steering 
wheel when the collision was Immi­
nent.

One story had it that a quartermas­
ter had the wheel' when the commander 
yelled for it to be jammed to star­
board. He put it to port instead and 
the liners crashed into each other.

Another story is that the man drop­
ped his wheel in a panic when danger 
Impended. Both versions agree In fay­
ing that the commander felled the 
quartermaster with an iron spike fol­
lowing what he must have considered 
the seaman’s recreancy.

Capt. Rospihi talked but briefly. He 
çaid that he preferred to await a state­
ment by the Republic’s commander be­
fore making his. He said, however, 
that he heard the Republic’s whistles at 
Intervals for some time on the morning 
of the disaster, but they seemed quite 
far ahead. Suddenly the big liner Canie 
out of the fog and the vessels came 
together. The Florida veered off and 
the Republic was swallowed up again 
in the mist. A cautions search for her 
was then begun, and it was two hours, 
the captain said, before the Florida 
again found her partner In the misfor­
tune and began the work of rescue.

Ralph Smith, resuming the debate 

_ the address, declared that the re­
turn of *o many Conservatives from 
British Columbia was due to the fact 
that the issues of “better terms” and 
Asiatic Immigration had not been pre­
sented fairly to the people of that pro­
vince by the Conservatives. What Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier had asked the province 
to accept was what had been desired 
by the premiers of the several provinces 
of the Dominion. In the campaign, 
however, tW "better terms” settlement 
had been "made by Sir' Wilfrid per­
sonally, and so the grievance wa* 
saddled upon the Liberal party at Ot­
tawa. So with the Asiatic question;
It had been made, a political football 
and the Conservatives had played the 
game well.

The question of orientalism had been 
created by the Conservatives 25 or 80 
years ago. Both tides of the hou 
must accept equal* responsibility fofr 
the Japanesetreaty. What more coul* 
be done by the Conservatives than was 
done by the government? Could we 
not rely on the Integrity of the Jap­
anese Government to carry out 'the 
agreement? Japanese were not coming 
Into British Columbia now. The agree­
ment with Japan would expire In 1911, 
and then we could place whatever re-, 
strictions on the immigration of Jap­
anese we pleased.

The electors of British Columbia had 
been deluded, said Mr. Smith, but Mar­
tin Burrell pointed out that Mr. Smith 
had spoken in his constituency and 
had been unable to dispel the delusion.

Two methods were open to settle the 
oriental question—employ white labor 
and pass reasonable legislation. He 
questioned If every one pf the five Brl- 

Columtola Conservatives could say 
they did not employ oriental labor.

“Don’t all speak at once,” he said, 
after a pause.

Martin Burrell said in his campaign 
he differentiated between Japanese and 
Hindoos.

"The government does and the prime 
minister does.” called several Conserva-' 
lives at once.

"Then.” returned Mr. Smith, *T del 
not agree with the government.”

Still Coming In.
Mr. Goodeve (Kootenay), heralded a* 

the greatest of all the British Colum­
bia delegation In the way of oratorical 
display, followed. He gave a dispas­
sionate resume of the oriental difficulty, 
proposing, he said, to appeal to the 
house In no mere party spirit. There 
was no disloyalty In the attitude of the 
people of British Columbia on this ques­
tion, but he pointed out that notwith­
standing the written agreement that 
Hon. Mr. Fisher alleged he had receiv­
ed with Japan, that the immigration 
from Japan would be limited to 600, no 
less than 8126 Japanese had Invaded 
British Columbia In ten months In 1907.

If, as Mr. Smith said, the people of 
British Columbia were swayed by a 
bogus telegram, it showed that they 
were very much In earnest.

As to better terms, British Columbia 
wanted -an Independent tribunal. The 
reference to the provincial premiers 
was not fair, because that tribunal was 
naturally prejudiced.

J. D. Taylor (New Westminster) fol­
lowed. answering Sir Wilfrid that the 
result of the appeal to principle in Bri­
tish Columbia was a substantial Con­
servative majority. The member for 
Nanaimo should have told the house 
that the Conservatives had no proprie­
tory interest in The Victoria Colonist, 
in which appeared the distorted tele­
gram, while the editor was one of the 
most pronounced Liberals In British 
Columbia and a close personal friend 
of Mr. Smith.
