In February, as & ﬂllz‘.l'tg:‘ JulcgI is
heréd, .the poppy plant. belng. en
&‘n“ full "qlp,w,er and of 4 height of three
or four feet,each stemhaving from two
to five capsules of the size of a duck’s
egg. Before the capsules are pierced,
the fallen petals of the flowers are care-
fully gathered and sorted according to
condition, in three grades, and then
are heated over a slow fire and form--
ed into thin cakes, to be used for the,
covering of the drug when collected.
The piercing of the {)ods requires’
great skill, and upon it largely ' de-
nds the yield. Theopium farmer and
E'ia asgistants each ‘carry a small Jance-
ke toel, which has three or four short,
sharp prongs, and with this a half doz-
en pependicular cuts are made in each
capsule or seed pood of the poppy. The
juice begins to flow at once, but quiek-
iy congeals. The day after, the thick-
ened juice is carefully gathered, being
scraped off with a small iron trowel,4
and the mass thus gathered is put into
an earthen vessel and kept carefully
stirred for a month or more, great care
being taken to have it well aired, but
not exposed to the sun. .
The material is now examined by ex+
pert testers, who determine its grade
or yuality, and i the. whole is:put
into a large boxy: where it is worked
very much, in the game fashion as bak-
er's dough, to giva itithe vequired con-
sistency. The opium is now made into
balls for export.
