WHAT CANADA’S SURPLUS
MEANS TO THE TAXPAYERS

when not needed

It is Made up of Money Paid Out by the
People and which Should be Returned

Montreal Shareholder.)

We have of late years become quite
accustomed, if Canada, to large sur-
pluses, and every time the budget is
presented the Finance Minister smiles
with satisfaction at the country’s in-
‘come having exceeded its expenditure.

Now, while a surplus is undoubtedly
{ better than a deficit, still, as we
thave on a previous occasion pointed
out, it has been collected from and
comes out of “the pockets of the peo-
ple who have a clear right to have
it returned to them in some shape of
other. It is their own money, over
and above what they havd naid for
the maintenance of government, and
it it is not returned to them in the
shape of reduced taxation, should be
expended in ways for the benefit of,
not private concerns or corporatjions,
but the whole community, otherwise
the surplus is neither more nor less
than robbery as palpable as that
which Dick Turpin committed with
his pistol in his victim’s face. Mr.
Justi. Miller, of the United States
Supreme Courr, stated some years
ago, "'To lay with one hand the po-
wer of the government on the prop-
perty of the citizen, and with the
other bestow #4 on favored individ-
uals to uid private enterprises and
build up private fortunes, is none the
less robbery because it is done under
the forms of law and taxation.”’ Un-
less the public as a whole partici-
pate in a surplus, the country is so
much the poorer for having the ex-
tra taxation wrung out of the earn-
ings ot the people. An extravagant
or wasteful government is the most
pernicious of all governments and
does more to. impoverish its subjects
than any other form could do. It
lays on a burden which the former

!Rujahs of India did upon the ryots,
starving them in order to keep up
“luxurious harems and hoard up dia-
monds and rubies; or, like the Egyp~
tian despots—beéfore England took a
hand in the game—did for the wret-
ched fellahs - who ' tilled the cotton
rice in order that the Khedives
might loll on silks and velvet.

Their Speeches in British House

London, March 31—Mr. Asquith’s
speech seems likely to produce a
strained relationship between ' the
government and the Nationalists.

Dublin, April 1.—A pawnbroker, dis-
cussing the still unexplained mystery of the
Irish Crown jewels, said that, although he
did' not believe that the jewels were in
Dublin, it was not impossible that they
were.

“They may, in fact,” he added, “be in
my place at the present moment, quite
‘unknown to me. Young gentlemen come
'in here with a portmanteau or a Glad-
stone bag, saying that sheir dress suit is
in it and their valuables, and ask only
for probably one pound. We give a
pound, not on the vague value of the
contents of the bag, but on the value of
the bag itself. The'owner of the bag takes
away the key, pays the interest if he can-
! rot release, and so on. Now, considering
'this custom, how do I know that the
Crown jewels are not at present under
this roof?” \

The pawnbroker explained that to
lleave a Gladstone bag containing the
Castle jewels in a pawn office in Dublin,
the pawnbroker knowing nothing about
what was in the bag, would excite no
sugpicion. The thief, feigning poverty,
would be unable to redeem the bag, and
would simply manage to pay the interest.
Then, in course of time, when the whole
fuss in parliament and elsewhere had be-
come a matter of history only,’ he would
take the bag out, “levant” to Amsterdam
or Berlin, and realize the value of his
prize in safety.
