If the Grand Trunk wants a better route, 
it would be immensely cheaper to build 
the Canada Atlantic around the head of 
Lake Huron and Lake Superior to a con­
nection at Port Arthur with the western 
division of the Grand Trunk Pacific -than 
it would be to build the eastern division 
of the Grand Trunk Pacific. Moreover 
it . would give to the present Grand 
Trunk all the winter traffic that may be 
developed from and toward -the western 
lines of the Grand Trunk Pacific.

“It is not conceivable that the Grand 
Trunk Railway wants this eastern di­
vision built. No one can fail to see that 
it would injure rather than assist the 
Grand Trunk Railway. The western di­
vision of the Grand Trunk Pacific is go­
ing to be of immense convenience and 
assistance to Canada and to the Grand 
Trunk. The eastern division wo-uld be 
merely a burden upon Canada and upon 
the Grand Trunk. It is difficult to see 
how it could avoid bankruptcy within 
five years of its construction.”

“Suppose that the western extension of 
the Grand Trunk itself is built from Port 
Arthur to the Pacific coast. During the 
season when navigation is open all pos­
sible grain traffic from the prairie» will be 
shipped east from Port Arthur by water, 
and all possible westbound traffic will be 
shipped west by water from Colling wood. 
Midland and Parry Sound, the three great 
Grand Trunk ports on the Georgian Bay. 
If the eastern extension of the Grand
