Hereupon they proceeded to the Castle, where 
the 200 National Guards scarcely offered any resist­
ance. The seven prisoners of State were found, were 
murdered in theipg-ooms, and the bodies thrown 
the gutter, or hung up at the lamp-posts 
ers th«?n proceeded to the houses of se vexai persons 
already acquitted, rind to the House of Correction, in 
which not only the agents of the late Police, but also 
debtors and cheats, were confined; many of them 
Were put to death, and their bodies were hung up 
without much ceremony. In this way thirty-five per- 
flons lost their lives during the first night.' Among 
them were Generals Jankowski, Bukowski, Hurtig, 
Salanki, and Bentkowski ; the Russian Chamberlain 
Fustainc ; a Russian Indy of the name of Bazanoxv ; 
the Councillor of State Hanckiewiez, who hud been 
acquitted ; Major Petrikmvski, and several Police 
Agents. Lessel, the confectioner, who had been ue- 
qmtted, was saved with much difficulty by General 
Krukowieeki.

Yesterday, about noon, a Russian Captain of Ca- 
^alry, who had been wounded and taken prisoner, was 
torn from the Waggon as it entered the city,and cru­
elly murdered. In the afternoon Rawcdki, the cura­
tor of the schools, was hung at u lamp-post. During 
the night General Lrtikowiecki was re-appointed (Go­
vernor of the city. His first measure was to send for 
military reinforcements, so that a repetition of these 
horrors is scarcely to be expected. The French anil 
Austrian Consuls hail already demanded their pass­
ports, ;the Government being no longer in a condition 
to afford them protection. To-day, however, in com­
pliance wi.h a wish intimated to them, they have de­
term inpd nor to set off as yet. To-day the Govern­
ment hitherto existing has been dissolved, tind Gene­
ral Krukowieeki has been placed at the head of the 

Government, with very extended powers. Du­
ring the hours of terror lie displayed much energy 
and person «1 bravery.

By vir­
tue of the powers placed in his hands he lias appoint­
ed General Prondzynski to the chief command in the 
army, win is said to have already accepted the ap­
pointment.

25.—We know hut little of the state 
of affairs in Poland, and as the communications are 
wholly cut off, and (lie accounts from Carcow are not 
only very partial, hut rest on mere hearsay, we are 
therefore very impatient for authentic accounts of de­
cisive events, which it would seem, from the 
of Count Paskewitsch, cannot fail to take place. We 
learn that Prince Rudziwiil has been sent as Plenipo­
tentiary from the Polish National Government, to the 
Russian head-quarters, to négociâte a Peace. On 
what basis the négociation can be carried on is diffi­
cult to guess, as the Emperor of Russia in his last 
proclamation again requires implicit submission, un­
less we suppose that Count Paskewitch is furnished 
with special instructions and unlimited powers to 
conclude peace. If we believe the assurances of "seve­
ral eminent merchants who are well-informed, the 
Poles require of the Russian Commander the 
terms that ut the commencement of the revolution 
under Ciilopicki they submitted to the Emperor, and 
which w ere then refused.

Italy.—There was a report in Paris on the 28th 
of August, that the Austrian Ambassador bad inform­
ed M. Cassimer Perier that the Austrian government 
felt itself ag in compelled to order the march of some 
of the Imperial troops into Romagna, in consequence 
of the fresh disturbances which had broken 
that district of the Roman States. It was further 
stated, that this intelligence had caused a meeting of 
the Ministers in Council, and that after a very 
traded deliberation, the Cabinet of the Palais Royal 
had copie to the conclusion that it could not oppose
this second intervention of Austria in the affairs of the 
States of the Church.

St. Petersburg!!, Aug. 10.—Her Majesty was hap­

pily delivered of a Prince on the 8th iiist. in the fore­
noon. This happy event was announced in the after- 
boon by a salute of artillery, and by an Imperial i.Ll-v, 
dated Zarsejeseln, 8th of August, in which his Majes­
ty informs his subjests “ of this additional proof of the 
blessings which Divine Providence lavishes on him 
and his empire.”

The Halifax mail on Saturday put us in possession 
of London dat«'S to the morning oi" the 8th September, 
brought by His Majesty's Ship - Winchester, from 
Portsmouth—The Reform Bill had at length passed 
the Committee, and was only awaiting its third read­
ing to be sent to the Lords. Its ultimate fate will 
probably be speedily determined, as there­
to anticipate so prolonged a contest in the Upper
House as has been maintained in tlie Commons__ The
Winchester sailed a day too soon to bring accounts of 
the Coronation.

Poland.—We hope, and are inclined to the belief, 
that the statements in the English papers relative to 
this gallant out unhappy country, are greatly exagge­
rated. °ome of the London editors indeed express 
strong doubts of the truth of the accounts, received as 
(ihey had been through that prejudiced medium—the 
Prussian State Gazettj. If haply they be correct, 
the fate of Poland is ere this sealed, and its liberties, 
its glories, and its hopes, again trampled into dust by 
the armed hordes of the Autocrat. It is too much to 
lYidulge the expectation that a People so inferior in 
force, distracted by internal dissentions, and reduced 
by treason and the sword, can long hold out against 
the overwind wing numbers and inexhaustible resour­
ces of Russia. But the well-tried courage of the 
Poles warrants the belief that their final subjection 
can only be achieved by an iron baud and blood-stain* 
ed sceptre, ll is to be feared that the vengeance ot 
the subduer will scarcely be satiated by the victims bu­
ried beneath the ruins of Warsaw__ Well would it be
for the cause of humanity if England and France 
would unite their energies in behalf of Poland. There 
is surely far more in the history and tlie situation of 
this country, to awaken sympathy, than in the case of 
Belgium, and the success which has attended the in­
terference of the Great Powers in the latter instance, 
shews what n>ic lit be accomplished by prompt and 
well directed efforts in tin- former.
