When the Chief Game Warden has 
received and analyzed reports from 
every part of the province—and this 
work should be done most carefully, 
and will then be of great value—the 
Government and the Legislature will 
know definitely whether a longer closed 
season is necessàry. The Government, 
no doubt, will investigate, also, the 
suitability of the Hungarian partridge 
and the hardier type of pheasant for 
our country. The Times-Star has 
found that interest in the partridge 
question is keen and general, and pro­
tective measures, if based upon close 
knowledge of existing conditions, will 
be well received. The preaching of 
good sportsmanship and a more wide­
spread realization of the need for 
stopping the illegal sale of partridges 
should produce good results. The game 
laws ought to be enforced more strictly, 
and any increased cost for such work 
would be amply justified.

Senor Ibanez’s Revolution.
(New York Herald-Tribune.)

It has remained to the author of 
“The Four Horsemen of the Apocal­
ypse” to revive one of the most alluding 
traditions of the literary life. He has, 
with a passion considerably heightened 
both by the force of earlier example 
and the added attraction of modern 
publicity, dedicated himself to the over­
throw of the King of Spain and the 
establishment of a Spanish republic. 
Now the literary man as a revolution­
ary is at least as old as the modern 
revolution (though that, as one some­
times forgets, is a comparatively recent 
invention), and Senor Ibanez has 
studied precedent. Philip Guedalla has 
an unforgettable picture of Victor 
Hugo retiring to the Channel Islands 
in order to destroy the Second Empire; 
there was Shelley beating his ineffec­
tual wings in the singularly dusty 
voids of early nineteenth century Brit­
ish politics, and one even recalls 
Milton spending what should have been 
the best years of his life in the dis­
charge of magnificently carved Latin- 
isms against the enemies of the Crom­
wellian rebellion.

But the old flavor is a little staled. 
The British in recent years have been 
defeated by that complete absence of 
anything to revolt against, which has 
led Mr. Wells into the somewhat chilly 
business of revolting against human 
stupidity; and even D’Annunzio chal­
lenging all the available wraths in his 
defence of Fiume had an inescapably 
comic touch, but he seems to have 
missed out somewhere in the maimer. 
The threat to lie “pitiless” toward 
Alfonso bears an unpleasant sugges­
tion of the publicity which he will at­
tain for himself, and the acceptance 
of all the rigors of exile and political 
persecution falls a little fiat before the 
fact that lie lias Jor some time been 
living very comfortably in France, but 
—it may be suspected—on diminishing 
royalties.

“The hour has sounded. Conscience 
gives lier orders. On every side I 
asked to do it. I am the man!” It is 

I magnificent, but in the face of the 
! weary drama being played out on the 
sun-baked hills of Morocco it 
scarcely to be even literary war. A 
t(red dictator issues still another mani­
festo to the spiritless armies, and in 
Spain herself there seems to he no 
flicker of response.

It was young Norwood’s duty to 
stand by the cameraman with a load­
ed rifle to protect the operator while 
the others beat the woods to drive 
the game up to the fcamera. The 
party was about to embark in canoes 
when Norwood's rifle accidentally 
ploded. The *0 miles to Caledonia 
was covered in four hours by canoe, 
motor boat and auto. There an in­
quest was held bringing in a verdict 
of accidental death. Dr. Norwood, | 
on being advised by telegraph pt the 
tragedy, asked that the remains be 
taken to Hubbards, N. S„ where the 
funeral will be held. Dr. Norwood, 
whose birthplace is near Hubbards! 
will leave Philadelphia tonight to at­
tend the funeral.
