Daylight saving time was officially
turned back in its flight at 2 o'clock
this mornlni, shortening the afternoon
golf game by an hour, The change
took lI)luce not only in New York City,
but also in many other cities and towns
in New York, New Jersey and Pennsyl-
vania.
