IN BLIZZARD

Northwest Recovering From
Storm Effects.

Millions of Dollars in Damage

| to Property—Wolves Driv-
en From Forests and At-
tack Cattle—Cold Wave on
Eastward Journey.

(Canadian Press.)
Chicago, Feb. 24—The northwest to-
day was beginning to recover somewhat

from the blizzard which sent springtime
temperatures to zero and below and
scattered heavy falls of snow and sleet
over a wide area from Montana, the Da-
kotas, Minnesota and Wisconsin down
‘ into the northern part of Texas, Ar-
| kansis and Oklahoma.

{ The northwest, where the storm was
greatest, according to despatches re-
ceived here, reported the death toll of
twelve and millions of dollars damage to
property. Five persons met death in a
train wreck near Minneapolis when a
passenger train crashed into snowplow;
. four men were frozen to death in Min-
neapolis and St. Paul; a woman was
frozen to death near Langford, South
Dakota; a woman was electrocuted near
Rochester, Minn., and a man frozen at
Dilmore, Minn. But lttle damage was
reported from the southwest, where"
soaking rains were followed by sleet and
snow with low temperatures.

In .the Deep Creek and Millegan sec-
tions of Montana wolves in droves were
driven by the heavy snow to populated
districts and attacked domestic animals.
Seventy head of cattle were reported
killed at ome point.

Wisconsin was battling with an envel-
oping mantle of snow to restore normal
conditions. Railroad service has been
paralyzed by heavy snow drifts and
damage estimated at several millions of
dollars done. The arrival of the cold
weather, however, brought relief from
the flood peril which in many localities
had been the most dangerous aftermath
of the storm. No funerals have been
held in Green Bay for two days because
of the deep snowdrifts.

Pugsley go to Fredericton tonight to oc-
cupy the Lvnch homestead as their of-
ficial residence during the session of the
New Brunswick legislature, it will be
the first time that a lieutenant-goverpor
has occupied his own residence at the
capital since the government house was
abolished soon after Hon. A. G. Blalr
went into power in 1883. ¢

session, was abandoned and practically
became a wreck. But in 1915 it came
into its own, being considered suitable
for a hospital and the dominion gov-
ernment spent considerable money re-
novating it and tirning it into a hospital
for the D. S. C. R.
