Hie Highness the Duke of Connaught 
was at the hospital early and spent the 
greater part of the morning with the 
duchess. Although tie doctors declared 
there is no apprehension regarding her 
safety, and her recovery is assured as only 
a matter of time, His Highness appeared 
greatly worried. The staff spent the 
morning quietly at Lord Strathcona s 
house.

London, June 6—J. Bruce Iemay re­
sumed his testimony before the British 
Board of Trade into the lose of the Ti­
tanic today.
