While highly qualified physicians and 
neurologists will control the treatment 
of all patients, their work will be sup­

More radical still for a medical or­

ganization, the co-operation of the heal­
er will be invited. If he has anything 
really helpfûl to offer he will be given 
a chance to demonstrate his abilities 
under the roof of the foundation, al­
ways subject, however, to the careful 
check of the qualified physician. It is 
proposed to correlate all branches of 
healing and to work through the men 
and women who have reached the high­
est pinnacle in their own specialty, 
whether it be Christian Science, Coue- 
ism, psychoanalysis or osteopathy.

Dr. Edward S. Cowles, of 6911 Park 
arenue, a well known physician and 
psychiatrist, conceived the idea and 
brought it to fruition since his ap­
pointment as a member of the special 
commission to Investigate faith healing 
appointed by the Episcopal Church at 
its triennial convention, held recently 
in Portland, Ore.

There will be special 
concentration on disorders of the mind 
with a view to checking insanity in its 
incipient stages. According to Dr. 
Cowles, more often than not insanity 
and the lesser forms of neurosis have 
their origin in physicial irregularities.

“Every fifteen years the nation 
spends $390,000,000 for the care of the 
adolescent insane alone, allowing only 
$200 a year for each patient,” said Dr. 
Cawles. “Psychiatrists everywhere con­
cede that practically nothing can be 
done for these patients after they have 
become insane, and absolutely nothing 
is done now even to recognize, much 
less correct, the beginnings of this in­
sanity in early childhood. In the course 
of every fifteen years 140,000 children 
become insane.”

Educational work among teachers 
and mothers is one of the important 
featura of the association’s proposed 
programme, since, according to Dr. 
Cowles, insanity nearly always has its 
vague beginnings before the age of ten 
and is "subject to correction up to that 
time. It usually breaks out in pro­
nounced form between fifteen and 
twenty. \

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BARS SEARCH OF

Louisville Federal Judge De­
nounces Seizures Without 
Warrants—Agents Threa­
ten to Leave Kentucky.

Louisville, Kÿ., March 22—In a* de­
cision in Federal Court for the west­
ern district of Kentucky, Judge Walter 
Evans ruled that dry agents cannot stop 
and search automobiles for liquor with­
out a specific search warrant.

Declaring that the prohibition law is 
“not the supreme law of the land,” the 
judge issued Instructions to a jury in 
his court to acquit Robert Meyer of 
charges preferred by dry agents that he 
had performed illegal transportations of 
liquor.

Meyer’s constitutional rights were in­
vaded when his car was searched and 
he was arrested without a warrant, the 
judge ruled.

This decision, it was said by P. 
Green Miller, , Chief of Enforcement 
Agents in Kentucky and Tennessee, 
makes impossible the enforcement of 
prohibition here.
s Twenty-five per cent, of the liquor 
cases before the Federal Court are for 
automobile transportation of liquor, he 
added,-and ninety-five per cent, of the 
whiskey sold in soft drink stands is 
brought to them by automobiles. Judge 
Evans’s decision stops all interference 
with this traffic, Mr. Miller asserted.

Removal of a large part of the Fed­
eral prohibition force from the Western 
District of Kentucky to the 'Eastern 
District and to Tennessee will take 
place because of the Court’s ruling, Mr. 
Miller declared. “In the future,” Mr. 
Miller said, “a policeman or State of­
ficer will accompany Federal officers on 
all raids so that the cases may be tried 
first in the State courts. I purpose to 
file cases in magistrate’s and police 
courts, and afterward try the Federal 
court”

trict Attorney, said today it was an 
impossibility to swear out a search war­
rant in the case of an automobilist
