COMFORTABLES.Franz Wandlandt and his wife, con­
fronted by hopeless poverty fought death 
as an escape from a lost battle, and their 
infant clasped in the mother’s arms they 
found it together in the river which has 
smothered despair before this hundreds 
of times.

At daybreak as the tide receded a 
watchman on the Rotterdam steamship 
dock at Hoboken descried in the dim 
light an object lying close to the seawall 
of Hudson Park. It was the body of a 
woman holding a dead baby in her arms.

It was a pretty, plump little boy bare­
ly six months old, with dark bine eyes 
and flaxen hair. The mother was a 
comely, slender woman of thirty years, 
with pinched features, in plain, neat and 
clean attire.

Franz Wendlandt, the husband, was 
employed as the organist of a small Ger­
man church at Bayonne. The compen­
sation was small. He was a contributor 
to the Belletristiche Journal, published 
in this city. The return from this source 
was insufficient to enable him to keep 
out of debt

Wendlandt was a sensitive, honest 
man, and although in need he refrained 
from asking further loans or making 
known his penniless condition and suf­
ferings. No longer able to pay board, 
they concluded to go to housekeeping in 
an humble way to reduce expenses, as 
their means would govern their expend­
itures. How many times their larder 
was emptied can only be surmised; the 
sunken features of the unfortunate wom­
an tell the sad story of privation.

Their sufferings were a profound 
secret. When they purchased the few 
necessary articles they were forced to 
borrow $75 from Mrs. Amelia Noble, of 
No. 92 Park avenue. To secure her they 
gave a chattel mortgage. She promptly 
forclosed the mortgage, and an officer 
from Justice Rusch’s court called on 
Wednesday afternoon and seized what 
little they had of this world’s goods.

The despairing Wendlandt had sent to 
his parents in Germany a pitiful appeal 
for aid. Perheps it is on its way, bnt it 
Will come too late.

Before leaving their home forever they 
carefully packed in a box such articles 
as they desired to have destroyed and 
such as they left as souvenirs to the 
landlord, who had been generous and in­
dulgent
showed his gratitude. He wrote to his 
landlord and to the minister who had 
befriended him. On scraps of paper he 
wrote each a brief note. He was too
