The Rolling Mills in Ashes

Aside from the large loss sustained by
the owners of the Rolling mills which
were destroyed by fire last night, the
loss of their employes, about one hundred
in number, by being suddenly ceprived
of employment, will be very seriously
felt. Bat in the rebuilding of the mills,
which will be entered upon at once, it is
likely that many of them will be engag-
ed, so that the hardship on their part
will be greatly mitigated. The origin of
the fire is stili in doubt. Soon after 9
o'clock it was discovered by the watch-
men, breaking through the roof over the
paddling furnace, and an alarm was
immediately sounded, which was
proinptly  responded  to by the
firemen, but the buildings were
as dry as tinder and nothing but the
books and papers conld be removed be-
fore the entire premises were wrapped in
flames, In less than two hours form the
{ime the fire was discovered nothing re-
mained of the rolling mills but the three
tall chimneys. The loss is a severe one
to Harris & Co., it being estimated that
1t will foot up fully $125,000, with insur-
ance $36,500, divided among the follow-
ing offices; The Quebec, Central, Western
Imperial, Liverpool & London & Globe,
Royal Canadian and another company.

In placing the loss at $125,000, the
destruction is su of the mach-
inery and materialin the mills, but of
this it is presumed that much will be
gaved, so that the fire, much as it is to
lamented, is less disastrousthan it might
at first glance appear.

The rolling mill was built in 1862 by
the late Wm. Wright, Thomas Vauoghan
and others, but provi unremunerative
to them, a few years later Harris & Co.,
purchased the mill, which at the time of
its destruction was one of the finest and
best equipped in Canada. Several times
since 1862 it has been enlarged and

delled, and practically made a new
building some few years ago. The mill
was  admirably situated on a
deep water wharf, which enabled the
proprietors to import scrap iron at a low
rate of freight, as they could bring it in
vessels which came here to load deals.
The location also enabled the firm {0 have
coal landed at their wharf at a very low
price—much lower than at any place in
the upper inces. All the iron
required for-the extensive car works -of
the firm, situated on Paradise row, was

machinery was put into the mill, in¢l
ing steel boilers and two powerful en-
gmw.' For the past two weeks the mill

ad been undergoing a thorough over-
hauling and work was only resumed yes-
terday morning.

The new bar iron factory was a good
substantial building, 80x20, and was
built1n 1887.

CAPITAL NOTES.

The Work of Our Legisiators at Otinwa
Yesterday.

Orrawa, March 12.—Sir Jobn Thomp-
son introduced a bill to amend the sup-
reme and exchequer oourts act. The
amendment provides that where a judge
of the supreme court has given judge-
ment in a law case on appeal before
the suyreme court, the quorum to
hear such case shall be four of the
remaining judges in place of five.

Mr. Cook introduced a bill to amend
the civil service act so as to provide that
only persons who have been five years
residents of Canada shall be eligible for
employment in the civil service.

Mr. Colter argued in favor of unrestric-
ted reciprocity. He drew a dismal pic-
ture of the condition of the Canadian
farmer and declared that the manufac-
turers were being dishonestly enriched
at the expense of the great majority of
the le.

Mr. Landry expressed his surprise
that Mr. Colter in making his maiden
speech in the house had not been able to
advance a single argnment not already
elaborated by the opposition inthe house.
