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POSTTHE MINING DISASTER.

FREETwenty-Five Miners Reported Killed— 
Number of Men Still Entombed. Regular

Durham, Eng., Oct. 15.—As a result 

of an explosion in the Wingate colliery 
near here at about midnight last night 
twenty-five miners were killed and 200 
are entombed temporarily. Only a small 
portion of the 2,000 men employed in 
the mine were underground when the 
explosion occurred. The cause is sup­
posed to have been fire damp.

The explosion was one of terrific 
force and in Wingate town many win­
dows were broken.

Immediately the news of the disaster 
became known, crowds of halfclad per­
sons rushed toward the mine and there 
vrçere heartrending scenes at the mouth 
of the pit among those whose loved 
ones were below.

The first report represented the disas­
ter to be worse than subsequently was 
found to be the case. At daylight sig­
nals had been exchanged with the bot­
tom seam, where a majority of the men 
were entombed, to the effect that they 
were safe, and with this message a 
sense of relief passed over the crowd of 
anxious relatives waiting at the mouth. 
As the morning advanced the bodies of 
dead men were slowly brought up. The 
first dead to appear were mostly men 
who had been employed as shifters and 
stonemen.

The work of rescue was continued 
throughout the day and eighty men 
were brought out alive. Maqy of these, 
however, were in a critical condition 
and unconscious, 
coffee and sandwiches were passed in 
to those still entombed.

OF BIG TYPHOON
RECEIVED BY THE

EMPRESS OF JAPAN

Particulars ol Monteagle Injuries> Also 
Probable Loss of Bishop of 

Victoria-

Details of the damage done by the 
big typhoon, which struck Hongkong 
last month doing great damage to 
shipping and property of the port, as 
announced In telegraphic dispatches 
already published, were received Mon­
day by R. M. 8. Empress of Japan. 
The Japan was In Hongkong at the 
time, and only escaped injury through 
special precautions taken to prevent 
accident. The Monteagle, also of the 
C. P. R. service, was not so fortunate. 
She struck on what a Hongkong ex­
change calls the soft beach between 
the naval depot and the V. R. C. lay. 
The exchange says She Is apparently 
little Injured beyond a brok 
post and the loss of her propeller. She 
was aibout seven feet In the water and 
the task of refloating did not appear 
to be difficult. Between the Monteagle 
and the beach was the stranded French 
torpedo boat Francisque. The jetty 
and mastheads of the V. R. C. were 
simply a mass of rubbish, the Monte­
agle having given the finishing touch 
to the wreckage of this resort.

By the typhoon 12 steamers were 
sunk, twenty-four stranded and seven 
damaged, -while it is estimated that 
half the native fleet in port was de­
stroyed. A partial list of the most 
serious accidents to shipping has, how­
ever, been published.

Over a thousand lives were lost in the 
terrible disaster. Hundreds of bodies 
were seen in the harbor on the day 
following the typhoon. To add to the 
difficulties the foreigners had in re­
covering the dead the coolies showed a 
disinclination to remove the bodies or 
to dig graves for them. Among the 
lost is believed to be the Bishop of 
Victoria, Dr. J. C. Hoare. He had left 
Hongkong in his houseboat on a 
preaching tour along the coast. It is 
learned when the Pioneer capsized th-e 
cabin parted from the hull. Two of 
the crew clung to the former, while 
some of the others, Including the 
bishop, were left clinging to the hull. 
The heavy seas soon separated the 
pieces of the frail craft, and the hull 
is said to have sunk. Then the bishop 
is believed to have lashed himself to a 
mast, and it is stated that this mast 
was afterwards found by a fisherman 
with the lifeless body of the prelate 
attached. The cabin of the vessel was 
washed ashore on the mainland and 
the two sailors who clung .to it got 
ashore, and after recovering their 
strength made their wq,y to Latohlkok, 
and thence to Hongkong In a latinch.

An idea of the enormity of the Hong­
kong typhoon may be gained from a 
rough estimate of the claims made 
upon the local companies for increase 
insurance up to September 28th, which 
are given in the F-ar Eastern mail as 
follows: Commercial Union $100,000 ; 
Union of Canton, $150,000; China Trad­
ers, $100,000; Canton, $90,000; Po On, 
$200,000; Fook On, $20,0005 Hung On, 
$20,000; Yuen On, $50,000; Hip On, $40,- 
000; Providential General, $30,000; North 
China, $50,000; Yangtsze, $120,000.

It is reported that the Pekin gov­
ernment has formally requested M. 
Pocotiloff to consent to the establish­
ment of custom houses in Manchuria 
adjoining Russian territory, and that 
the Russian minister has asked the 
home government for instructions. It 
is, however, very doubtful If Russia 
will acquiesce in China’s demand be­
fore the exportation of the term for the 
evacuation of Manchuria. In this con­
nection, as we learn fnom the Japan 
Times, it is stated thalt the Japanese 
government remains firm against the 
opening of the Chineses customs house 
at Tairen until similar houses have 
been established on the Russo-Chinese 
border; but apparently raises no objec­
tion to having one at Antunghien, re­
gardless of the condition of other Man­
churian trade centres. It is believed 
that the effect which the establishment 
of a customs house at Autunghein will 
have will be only local and will not 
seriously affect the trade of Manchuria 
in general.

Gentlemen A good deal has been said 
with regard to the malodorous and dirty 
state of Elk lake that would lead the 
ratepayers to believe that our source of 
water supply was exceptionally impure, 
and the imputation, if left uncontradicted, 
is calculated to prejudice the city of Vic­
toria. I beg therefore to call your atten­
tion to the fact that the whole continent 
of North America has for 
past been suffering froip the same cause 
—the excessive growth of algae in its 
storage reservoirs—and that the pest has 
become a cause of so much alarm that 
the United States department of agricul­
ture took the matter up 
question, and they have succeeded in 
finding a simple solution of the difficulty.

In order to ascertain the extent of the 
trouble caused by algae throughout the 
United States, the department sent a cir­
cular letter to about 500 of the leading 
engineers and superintendents of water 
companies, asking information with 
gard to the deleterious effects produced 
by aquatic plants in water supplies. The 
replies proved that the difficulty was due 
to the growth of algae, and that it 
spread throughout the country, and that 
those in authority were most anxious to 
be provided with some efficient remedy 
for preventing the bad odors and foul 
taste in the drinking water of the various 
cities.

At 
the end of the fifth day the water 
sumed its natural color and was taste­
less and odorless, except at the surface, 
and "on the 24th July the water in the 
reservoir was absolutely pure for the first 
time in 10 years." The total cost of the 
treatment was $41.50. On the 1st Decem­
ber the superintendent wrote: "There is 
no taste or odor whatever in the water.
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SPEAKS OF GOOD EFFECT

Enormous Increase In Output of East 
Kootenay Since IMs Bonus 

Was Instituted*

“In the three years since the bounty 
on lead was Instituted the production 
of that metal In British Columbia has 
increased three fold. On July 1st, 1903, 
when the bounty was first given, the 
St Eugene and Sullivan mines, the 
two heaviest producers, were idle. The 
latter was practically abandoned, leav­
ing tin unfinished smelter on the 
ground." This statement by G. O. 
Buchanan, of Aaslo, administrator of 
the lead bounty, emphasizes the good 
effect it has had In aiding the mining 
Industry.

“In the Slocan, also,” he continued, 
“the effect has been equally good. A 
great many small properties that were 
previously Idle are being worked, many 
of them iby lessors, who are doing very 
well. The statistics show this. In 
1904 Slocan produced 10,611,227 pounds 
of lead from 70,296 tons of ore, while 
in 1906 5,399,330 pounds were produced 
from 88,279 tons. This shows that 
lower grade propositions are being 
worked, which is further accentuated 
by the fact that the silver contents of 
last year’s ore were no higher than 
those of the year previous.

“But the most important thing is 
that British Columbia smelters are 
successfully competing against the 
world and all the ore produced is smelt­
ed within the province. The bounty is 
75 cents per 100 pounds until lead 
reaches £12 10s. a long ton. After that 
It Is reduced In proportion to the rise 
in price until at slightly under £16, no 
bounty is pajid. That price was reach­
ed, for the fljrst time, about the begin­
ning of this year. A slight drop made 
the bounty payable until April 1st, 
but since that time the price has al­
ways been above £16 per ton, and no 
bounty has been asked for. To-day 
lead is worth £20 per ton on the London 
market. This is a very high price, and 
will probably fall—perhaps reaching 
£15 per ton, but I do not think we will 
ever see £12 lead again. That was the 
price when the bounty was first given.

"This low price is reasonable of ex­
planation. Lead was largely mined in 
this province as a bye-product to sil­
ver. The latter was looked for, and 
so much lead produced—as one may 
term it ‘on the side’ that the market 
became over stocked. The bounty, 
however, caused lead to become the 
principal object of the smelting, as 
ores with very low silver values could 
be successfully mined.

"The lead smelters of this province 
are among the best In the world. They 
are worked very economically, and pay 
as good prices as almost any. Therq 
Is only one thing in which they suffer 
by comparison with some in Europe. 
Zinc is penalized where it reaches more 
than 10 per cent, of the total contents; 
while some of the European smelters 
do not impose this penalty, but pay for 
the zinc and other by products, such as 
antimony. Another noticeable feature 
of the lead Industry In this province Is 
that, since the opening of the Trail re­
finery, about half of the lead produced 
has been refined in British Columbia. 
Roughly speaking, this half goes to 
supply the market in Eastern Canada, 
while the balance, after smelting, goes 
to the Selby works, near San Fran­
cisco in bond, where it is refined and 
afterwards shipped to the Orient.

"The Canadian Metal Company, that 
has completed its zinc smelter at 
Frank, gave notice recently that it 
would apply for its share of the bounty 
on the lead contents of Its ores. Zinc 
smelting is an altogether different pro­
cess to that employed in the treatment 
of lead. Instead of large amounts of 
ore being smelted in a stack the zinc 
ores are ground to powder, mixed with 
coal dust, and put into what are term­
ed "mufflers,” moulds of fire clay, that 
only hold about a hundredweight each. 
These mufflers are open at both ends 
and are set in a rack like the cells in a 
honeycomb. One end is subjected to a 
heat of 3,000 degrees from a gas flame, 
while the other opens into a cooling re­
tort. Zinc is the most volatile of all 
metals. When the heat mentioned is 
reached it is thrown off from the ore 
in the form of fumes, which, on reach- 

■ ing the cooling chamber, 'become solidi­
fied and are deposited as metallic zinc. 
'The Frank smelter is a first class in­
stitution, and has already produced 
pome metallic zinc from ore mined in 
the Lucky Jim, in Slocan. I do not 
think there will be any trouble about 
the Canadian «Metal Company’s claim 
for the lead bounty. A zinc smelter 
will not receive ores containing less 
than 40 per cent, of that metal, s-o the 
lead Contents would not be very great. 
What lead the plant at Frank may ob­
tain will be found in the slag 
from the mufflers after the zinc has 
been extracted. This would have to be 
taken to a lead smelter and treated in 
the same way as any other lead ore. • 
Whether the Frank smelter is entitled 
to the bounty or not is a matter for 
departmental decision. I do not think 
there will be any trouble, however. 
There cannot be while the price of lead 
remains over £16 per ton.

“The enormous production of the 
East Kootenay district, over 86 per 
cent, of the production last year, is dis­
tinctly traceable to the lead bounty. 
In 1902, the year before it was given, 
Fort Steele mining division only pro­
duced 1,500 tons cut lead, while last year 
It produced 24,124 tons, 
working of low grade mines in Slocan, 
are both traceable to this bonus."

THE CROFTON SMELTER.

Output Doubled—More Ore From
Prince of Wales Island Will Be 

Received.

Commencing on the first of next 
month, the Croft on smelter will start 
operations on an extensive scale. The 
smelter Is now treating about 300 tons 
of ore a day, but next month it Is ex­
pected that this output will be in­
creased to double that amount or near­
ly that of the plant’s full capacity. The 
men employed at the works will be In­
creased in number iby thirty or forty 
men, and during the winter months 
business at the smelter will hum. The 
Times was furnished this information 
officially to-day.

The company have been stocking up 
with ore from the Britania mine, and 
have also been receiving some from its 
new property on Prince of Wales Isl­
and, but from the first of the month 
regular Shipments from the latter place 
are to arrive at the rate of about 6,000 
tons a month. A fleet, belonging to 
McKenzie Bros., of Vancouver, is to be 
employed in the transportation of this 
ore, and will be sufficient in number to 
meet the requirements of the carrying 
trade.

CHANGES SUGGESTED

To the Proposed Liquor Licenses By- 
Law by the Citizens’ League.

The legislative committee of the Vic­
toria Citizens’ League regard the pro­
posed by-law of the city council deal­
ing with liquor licenses as a valuable 
addition to municipal regulations. In 
a report presented by the president 
and read at last evening’s meeting of 
the council some amendments to the 
by-law are suggested. In addressing 
the council in this communication Rev. 
Mr. Gladstone says:

The legislative committee of the Vic­
toria Citizens’ League beg to thank His 
Worship the Mayor for his courtesy in 
giving them the opportunity of consider-' 
ing the proposed by-law on liquor licenses 
and desire to ÿay that they have very 
carefully gone through the same.

They regard the proposed by-law as a 
valuable addition to the regulations that 
govern the city, and heartily thank the 
committee who have prepared it.

They would, however, suggest the fol­
lowing amendments:

On page 2, line 11. to delete the words 
"capable of being,” so that by the law a 
barroom shall actually be securely closed 
during certain hours, and not merely 
"capable of being” so closed.

On the same page from end of 12th line 
to substitute "which can impede a clear 
view of all parts of the barroom from 
the entrance."

To add a clause (after clause 4): No 
cards, dice or other games of chance 
shall be played on the licensed premises, 
r.or shall music, singing or dancing be 
permitted.

On page 3 delete all from the words 
“or other" on line 10 to "with him” on 
line 11.

On the same page delete tfie whole of 
1st paragraph of clause 8 after the words 
"shall be permitted."

To add to this section the same clause 
as is given on page 7, making the same 
regulation for saloon and temporary 
licenses.

This might also apply to hotels and 
restaurants.

On page 4, line 11, delete the words 
"capable of being."

On page 10. sections 9 and-10 we are op­
posed to and desire them negatived. We 
think that a license should be in the name 
of one person, who should be responsible 
for the conduct of the licensed premises, 
even if he is manager for a company. 
The last clause of form 9 suggests this 
same idea, but these clauses run counter 
to it. •

On page 15 and on, to amend so that 
the right of the people to complain may 
not be infringed on by requiring deposits 
of money from those who are striving to 
protect the city. A clause to the effect 
that the licensing board may require the 
payment of 
plaint vexatious would be sufficient pro­
tection for the city.

On page 18, clause 30, alter twelve to 
eleven. We doubt the wisdom of allow­
ing an hour for cleaning after closing 
time. Great vigilance will be needed to 
prevent sales during that hour. We do 
not see any reason why the barroom 
should not be closed at the time for stop­
ping the sale. In the same clause after 
"saloon" add "or restaurant."

On page 18, clause 32. delete from "or 
other" to "with him," inclusive.

In suggesting these amendments to 
Your Worship, and through you to the 
city council, the committee do not wish 
in the slightest degree to lessen the force 
of what they have already said as to the 
value of the by-law as drafted. They 
consider it most useful, and if in the 
course of experience some portions are 
found to be in need of alteration they 
can readily be amended.

The city council are laying down a 
basis for the future, and we are grateful 
to those who have done this work.
