F The Subscriber is prepared to(SUCCESSORS TO Z. G. GABELJpUNCH We have received a pamphlet which 
gives a mournfully interesting account of 
the Funeral of the late Most Rev. Dr. 
Conroy, Bishop of Ardagh, of whom so 
many of our readers will long retain re­
membrance. The obsequies were cele­
brated at Longford, at the Cathedral of the 
lamented prelate, among the people to 
whom he had so justly become endeared 
and whose grief over their great loss was 
all the more poignant because he had died 
far away from them. The account says 
the appearance of the Cathedral was ex­
ceedingly sombre, with its mourning em. 
blems in every part, reminding one of the 
awful reign of death. The massive col­
umns wens completely draped, the win­
dows coveemLmth thick folds of crape, 
the pilasters covered with HGctf clotF, and 
the arches and mouldings richly festooned. 
The altar, the throne, the pqlpit, and the 
organ wore their appropriate mournings ; 
numerous black peunants waved from the 
clerestory, and immediately under the 
organ were the arms of the late Prelate, 
artistically emblazoned in deep mourning. 
An immense black flag was shown from 
the campanile. All was done under the 
directions of the ladies of the town, and 
no expense was spared to make the Chqrch 
a uitable to the sad occasion. The College 
and Convent were also conspicuous for their 
mourning, and during the day all the вЬощ 
in the town were closed.

The Church waâ filled with mourners, 
who came not only from the parish of 
Longford, but also from distant parts of 
the diocese, and there were even some 
from far off lands.

At 11 o’clock the Solemn Office and im­
mediately after the High Mass commenced 
in the Gathedn& Celebrant—Most Rev. 
Dr. Donnelly, Bishop of Clogher, who was 
assisted by a large number of the clergy.

The coffin was placed in the nave of the 
church and covered with wreaths of flow­
ers and having thereon mitre and crosier, 
and immortelles.

Rev. Dr. Warren, Bishop <ef Ferns ; Meet

The Most Rev. Dr. Dorrian, Bishop of 
Down and Connor, preached the sermon 
from the text—vThe days of man are 
short and the number of the months A 
with Thee. Thou hast appointed his 
bounds which cannot be passed. ”—(Job 
xiv.. 5.) The concluding portion of the 
discourse was an eloquent panegyric on 
the pure and useful life of the deceased 
Bishop.

“ He said he need not tell them how he 
spent his time, in prayer, in meditation, 
in study, iu devotion, and in good works. 
He did not relax in works of piety. The 
lamp of life through God’s inscrutable 
Providence had been extinguished, aud 
the fine, robust form was laid cold in death. 
He came to the end of the term marked 
out for him by God, and has gone to in­
herit the reward given to the good. But 
though stricken so early he was not found 
wanting. There was no talent—and we 
know he had many—he did not use to the 
greatest advantage. God had bestowed 
on him great talents, a clear and wonder-* 
ful intellect, a gentle, loving nature, and 
in the early days of his youth he laid aside 
in the storehouse of his Memory a quan­
tum of knowledge of many subjects—in 
canon law, in metaphysics, in ncred and 
profane history, and in the sacred history 
of the Church. Still he made time to visit
