After all the back bench isn’t a bad place
for a beginner. The House of Commons is
some different from the tea meetings and
lodge suppers at which I used to b2 the whole
tip.

London, March 7.—The government pub-
lishes a despatch from the British ambas-
sador at St. Petersburg, Sir Charles Stew-

Feb. 6 by the Russian minister of for-
eign affains, Count Lamsdorf, concerning
the Manchurian affair. 1t appears that the
Russian minister consented Feb. 27 to its
publication as accurately representing Rus-
sia’s attitude in the proceedings in Man-
churia. Sir Charles Scott says in part:

“Count Lamsdorf gave me the true ver-
sion of what had taken place very readily.
He said he had read allegations in the
press that Russia had concluded, or was
engaged in concluding, with China a con-
vention or permanent arrangement which
would give Russia new rights and a vir-
tual protectorate over Southern Manchuria.
This he declared to be quite untrue, as-
serting that the only ground for the rumor
must have been the fact that the Rus-
s’an. military - authorities who had been
engaged in the temporary occupation and
pacification of the province had been di-
rected, when reinstating the Chinese auth-
orities, to arrange with the civil author-
ities a modus vivendi for the duration of
the simultaneous presence of Russians and
Chinese in Southern Manchuria with the
object of preventing a recurrence of dis-
turbances in the vicinity of the Russian
frontier and of protecting the railway
from the Russian frontier to Port Arthur.

“Some details of the proposed modus
vivendi were sent for consideration to St.
Petersburg, but no convention of arrange-
ment with the central government of
China or of a permanent character had
been concluded with regard to Manchuria,
nor had the emperor any intention of de-
parting in any way from the assurances
he had publicly given that Manchuria
would be entirely restored to its former
conditionr in the Chinese empire so soon
as circumstances admitted.

W hen
it came to final and complete evacuation
of Manchuria, Russia would be obliged to
obtain from the central government of
China an effective guarantee against the

recurrence of the recent attack upon her

frontier and the destruction of her rail-
way, but she had no intention of seck-
ing" this guarantee in any acquisition of
territory or an actual or virtual protecto:
ate of Manchuria, her object being simply
to guaraniee the faithful observance in
the future by China of the terms of the
agreement which she had been unable tc
fulfil during the disturbances.”

The despatch concludes Dby repeating
Count Lamsdori’s assurance that thete
had been no alteration of the former in-
ternational status of Manchuria which
would be restored when the temporary
military measures had ceased and that
everything at Niu Chwang and elsewhere
would be replaced in the former position.

Berlin, March 7.—It was asserted today
by a high authority that Count Von Wal-
dersee’s agreement wrth Li Hung Chang
was in response to important steps already
taken by the Chinese government to meet
the demands of the powers and upon rep-
resentations to the powers that the Chin-
ese regular troops were now able to pui
down robbers.

However, the official who made this ex-
planation emphasized the fact that the
agreement was only tentative, and that
Count Von Waldersee had by no meaus
laid down his authority in favor of the
Chinese government.
