Five new
stained glass windows, including the large
one in rear of the church, have been put in
and all the others mended. The repairs and
improvements including the organ are esti-
mated at more than $5,000.

SALISBURY.

Salisbury, N. B., May 2%—Quite a serious
fire occurred just below the village Saturday
afternoon, about 5 o’clock, in which five
buildings were burned. The fire originated
from sparks in a gristmill owned and oper-
ated by Albert Price. The flerce gale blow-
ing at the time quickly carried the flames to
an old unused tannery and from there spread
across the road to the farm buildings of
Watson Parkin. The buildings, which - con-
sisted of two- barns, sheds, outbuildings and
dwelling house, were @ mass of flames in
a few minutes. These buildings were about
a quarter of a mile from the village and be-
fore help arrived they were beyond saving.
Some clothing, a small quantity of bedding
and furniture only was saved. Two valuable
horses and several calves, and 16 little pigs
were burned to death.

Neither Mr. Price or Parkin carried any
insurance and .the loss is indeed a heavy
one. Mr. Price had just placed expensive
machinery ‘in his grist mill and anticipated
a busy season. Very general is the sym-
pathy expressed for these gentlemen, especi-
ally Mr. Parkin, who lost his home and
practically everything.
