Erederfoton, N. B., March 28.—(Special) 

—The first formal meeting of -the new city 
council was held this evening and a large 
amount of important business Was trans­
acted. A full board was present and 
little time was wasted in talkirig. The 
utmost harmony characterized the pro­
ceedings.

The special committee to whom was 
referred the petition of the People’s Bank 
praying for reduction of taxation, submit­
ted a report recommending that legisla­
tion be obtained to enable the council to 
appoint a commission of three rate pay­
ers to enquire into the whole question of 
assessment and suggest changes in the 
law. ,
'The committee made the discovery that 

the present law is antiquated and believes 
that radical changes arc needed to bring 
it into touch with present day conditions.

Bills to establish a tire district and an­
other relating to water supply 
amended in accordance with suggestions 
made by the committee, and an assess­
ment of $60,0(0 for the ensuing year was 
ratified by the meeting.

Consideration of the petition of Edward 
-Morgan & Company asking for a bonus 
of $15,000 towards establishing a carriage 
factory was deferred until next meeting, 
after W. G. Chirk had been heard in its 
support.

A few years ago an act was passed by 
the legislature authorizing the city coun­
cil to inaugurate a system of sewerage 
when the rate payers sanctioned the same 
by a i plebiscite vote. The plebiscite has 
been taken under this act, but bn both 
occasions sewerage was defeated by a 
large majority. This evening, by unani- 
imous vote the council decided to have the 
act of 1896 amended by striking out the 
section regarding a plebiscite vote to be 
taken. If the amendment is made the 
way will then be cleared for the inaugura­
tion of a sewerage system.

Legislation will be asked for this sea­
son to enable the council to bond the 
floating indebtedness of the city, which 
amounts to about $18,000.

Now the Coal Owners Are Making 
Great Efforts to Put It Out.

HOPEWELL HILL. Pres. Riley of the Lehigh Coal & Naviga­
tion Company ,in his annual report, says 
that one-,of the company’s mines near Tarn- 
aqua has been on fire for 47 years. Re­
garding the efforts now made to quench 
these subterranean fires the report says:

“A portion of the outcrop of the Mam­
moth vein in this locality has been on fire 
since 1857, the fire being confined by the 
water filling the workings below water level 
and cut-offs on the outcrop. Before opening 
the colliery bedow water level it is necessary 
either to extinguish the fire or get it under 
control.

During the past year efforts have been 
made with this end in view which have met 
with a large measure of success. A boiler 
plajvt and pumping machinery have been 
erected on tbe bank of the Little Schuylkill 
river at Tamaqua for the purpose of pump­
ing water to the level of the outcrop. A 
branch of the Panther creek railroad has 
been extended nearly two miles to reach 
the outcrop, and holes have been put down 
at various places where there were indica­
tions of fire.

“The fire is being extinguished -by washing 
fine coal dirt through bore holes on the 
fire and filling up the vacant spaces so as 
to cut off the air supply.”—Fuel.
