The Continental situation remains unchanged.

Large bodies of 
troops tent from Vienna had already effected 
strategic concentration on t^e Prussian frontier.

Liverpool, May 17.—A Trieste despatch of 
the 16th say* that the Austrian Volunteer» about 
to proceed to Mttlco, will, it is stated, sail under 
the French flag.
