aforesaid when they shall be of opinion that the parties
or any of them have acted bond fide; and the amount of
expences of attending before the examining Justices and the
compensation for trouble and loss of time therein, and the 5
allowances to the Constables and other Peace Officers for the
apprehension and detention of the offender, and the allowances
to be paid to the prosecutor, witnesses and constables for
attending at the trial or examination of the offender, shall be
ascertained by and certified under the hand of such Justices: 10
Provided always that the amount of the costs, charges and ex-
pences attending any such procecution, to be allowed and paid
as aforesaid, shall not in any one case exceed the sum of forty
shillings.

upon the Officer to whom fines imposedunder the authority of

every such order, forthwith to pay to the person named therein,
or to any other person duly authorized to receive the same on
his or her behalf, the money in such order mentioned, and shail
be allowed the same in bis accounts.

any such action if tender of sufficient amends shall have been 45
