of the month of FEBRUARY next, so that neither you, nor any of you, on the said
Ficurn day of FEBRUARY next, at Our City of Ottawa, to appear, are to be held and
constrained: for WE Do wWILL THAT you and each of you, be as to Us, in this matter,
entirely exonerated ; commanding, and by the tenor of these presents, enjoining you,
and each of you, and all others in this behalf interested, that on THURSDAY, the
TurrTeENTH day of the month of KEBRUARY next, at Qur City of Orrawa aforesaid,
personally you be and appear, for the DESPATCH OF BUSINEsS, to treat, do, act and
conclude upon those things which in Our said Parliament of Canada, by the Common
Council of Our said Dominion, may, by the favour of God, be ordained.

In Testrmony Waereor, We have caused these Qur Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. Wrrness, Our
Right Trusty and Well-Beloved Councillor, Sir Jomn DouveLas
SUTHERLAND CAMPBELL (commonly called the Marquis of LoRNE),
Knight of Our Most Ancient and Most Noble Order of the Thistle,
Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of St. Michael
and St. George, Governor General of Canada, and Vice-Admiral of the
same, &e., &c., &e. At Our Government House, in Our City of OrTawa,
this Tmrp day of JANUARY, in thelyear of Our Lord One thousand
ijght hundred and seventy-nine, and in the Forty-second year of Qur
Reign.
