Friday evening when John 
Gray and Margaret Warner of the 
legal institution successfully de­
fended the negative side of the reso­
lution. "Resolved, that labour unions 
should he and remain non-political ] 
in order to best serve the interests , 
of labour and the community at 
large.” The affirmative was up­
held by Boh Gibbs and Jim Horner 
of U. N. B.

The judges, Mr. B. Medjuck. Rev. 
Roy df.Marsh and Assistant Profes­
sor Carol Honkins, were unanimous 
in their decision, despite the fact 
the: the debate was very closely 
contested.

Tho affirmative contended tha* 
unions being nolitical would detract 
from their primary purpose of col­
lective bargaining, would make I* 
possible for labour alone to control 
government, and would hind a gov­
ernment elected with union support 
to favour labour. The negative 
claimed that. it. would he undemo­
cratic to deny a group with common 
Interests the right to political ac­
tion. They advocated government 
by the people, and not government
