The pilot,
R110870 LAC Foster, R.R,, is presumed killed, Next of kin, Mrs. Mary A, Foster, (mother),
302 Prospect Avenue, Weterloo, Dowa, was infoimed, Crash occurred when pilot engagéd in
Formation Flying, was deliberately low flying; the aircraft slipped during steep turn
causing wing tip to come in contact with the water., A search by air failed to reveal any
sign of 1life about the aircraft, the nose of which was submepeed in 8 feet of water. A
