ference in the area we claim for the Indians and that from which
crop wes given to us las wear (aggroxiuately 30 aeres) has been
seeded, you will notiry Dr. bruner's agent that action will be
taken for an adjustment in connectign with the c¢rop thereon.,

Under the conditions for settlement now set out by the
Department, Dr. Bruner, at his own expense, should arrange at
the earliest possible date for a B.C, Land Surveyor to divide
the Reserve by a line parallel to the west boundary of the
Heserve, whereby the Indians would receive an area east of this

ine comprising 75 acres of the land broken by him last year for
caltivation plus all the unbroken and uncleared land, excluding
the area of the dyke in said portion.
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It will be ulnecessary for you to negotiate with Dr.
Bruner's solicitors in Calgary in connection with the settlement

on the basis nentioned, as this matter will be dealt with from
this office.
