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habits.  No reasonable exertions will be spared in giving a thorough
and symmetrical training to all the mental and moral powers, and
in avoiding the too common error of cultivating the intellect at the
expense of the heart. The course of training will be directed, a
far as possible, to the formation of an intelligent, efficient, and manly
character, suited to the duties and responsibilities of active life.

Every reasonable precaution will be used to preserve a healthy
state of moral feeling. It is determined that no one shall continue
in the Academy whose character and habits are found to exert an
influence unfavourable to good morals or good order.

The government will be strictly parental. The Governor and
Principal will reside in the same Building with the Students.—
Daily records of scholarship and conduct will be made with great care,

Parents and Guardians are earnestly advised that lads should be
furnished very sparingly, if at all, with spending money. Money
sufficient to meet incidental expenses should be lodged with the
Governor and Chaplain of the Institation, or with some other

responsible person.
