The Irish police have met with a severe
check by the judgment passed by the

Three policemen presented
themselves at his door and demsnded
whether it was a meeting of the National
Leagua. Father Kennedy informed them
that it was a legal meeting, and that
they bad no grounds for presumicg that
it was for any illegal purpose whatever
Conetablo Hyde eaid : “I will see to it
that your house will not shelter you
from the crimical law ;" and demanded
a guarantee that it wae not a meeting of
the League, Father Kennedy replied :
“You have already been sufficiently im-

catechised by you as to the use to which
I intend to put my own house., I will
tell you, however, that the purpose of

the meeting is & perfectly lawful one.” suaded to leave the bullding, and all the

Father Kennedy then said : “This is
intolerable. You have entered my house
by force,” Sergeant Hyde answered :
#“Yes I have, and I will enter your very
bedroom.” A number of parishioners
who attempted to enter were prevented
by the police,

Father Kennedy dissuaded his parish.
joners from resenting the insolence of
the police, which they were inclined to
do, and he persuaded them to return to
their homes in view of the impossibilit;
of their holding the meetingas proposed.
He told them they could transact their
business another day.

Before a Recorder’s Court it would
bave sufficed that & Nationalist priest
was the insulted party, to non.suit him,
and the Counsel for the defendants tried
to have Father Kennedy’s suit sent to
the Recorder, as unworthy of considera.
tion in a superior Court; but the Lord
Chiet Baron took a serious view of the
matter and refused the application, with
costs.

This was quite a surprise to Mr, Careon,
who, belng the Crown Councl, and the
future Sollcitor-Ganeral, of course was
told off to defend the policemen. Bat
the Lord Calef Baron eald emphatically
that, even under the Coercion Act, the
police have no such inquisitorial powers
as they clalm, and that even a reatonable
suspiclon did mot justify thelr conduct,
He declared that Father Kennedy did
qaite right to refuse to answer Sergeant
Hyde’s insolent questlons, for he had no
authority to ask them, His Lordship
added : “Under the same circumstances [
would refuse to answer them myself,”

It thus appesrs that Mr, Balfour, not
patistied with the powers gianted him
under the Coercion Act, has habitually
employed illegal means to harass the
Irish people, It is to be hoped that in
future when the policemen intrude
themselves illegally into private houses
they will be summarily ejsoted. If the
magistrates refuse to obey the law, and
send to prison the pereons g0 aoting, re-
dress will be had on appeal to the
Saperior Court, This looks as it there
were some likelihood of a partial return
to just measures in the adminstration of
the law.
