The Midianites 
were a nomadic nation, so called 
from Midian, eon of Abraham and 
Keturah. Gen. 25. 2. They were 
remarkable,not only for the vast num­
ber of Iheir cattle, (Num. 81. 32-39 ; 
Judges 6. 5,1 but also lor their great 
wealth in gold and other metal orna­
ment», showing their connection with 
a gold country. At this time they 
were allies of the Amalekites, and 
of the Arabian tribes, called collec­
tively, “ the children of the East

The Lord said unto Gideon—Gid­
eon was accustomed by this time 
to receive divine communication 
through the impressions of his soul, 
as did other holy men when they 
were inspired ; and he had learned 
to distinguish these from impressions 
arising from other sources. The peo- 
ale...are too many—His design doubt­
less was (1) To show that, as to 
any particular instruments, he could, 
in effecting his purposes, easily dis­
pense with them, and that they were 
more indebted to him for employing 
them than he to them for tendering 
their services; (2) To shame ana 
humble his people tor their past cow- 
ardioe in tamefy submitting to the 
yoke of Midian. Lett Israel rouni 
themselves—The least chance of a na­
tural explanation so excites the pride 
ot man that he forgets God.

Proclaim in the ears of the people— 
The appeal Gideon is here directed 
to make was prescribed in the law 
(Dent 20. 8) for every war, and its 
object was to fortify the spirit ot the 
army, by removing the cowardly and 
desponding. But in the case before us 
the intention ot the Lord was to de­
prive his people of all ground of self- 
glorification. There returned.. twenty 
and two thousand. Imagine the sur­
prise,not of Gideon indeed,but ot his 
more faithful followers, when they see 
so many thousands ot their comrades 
deserting the forlorn hope! Bring 
them down to the water—When we 
obey one divine direction God gives 
us another, thus giving us light ac­
cording to our spirit ot obedience, 
and guiding-the obedient in all their 
doubts. Gideon was to walk by laith, 
Him shalt thou set by himself—Those 
who, when they reached a brook be­
fore the battle, did not allow them­
selves time to kneel down and satis­
fy their thirst in the most convenient 
manner, but simply took up some wa­
ter with their hands as they stood 
in their military accoutrements, to 
strengthen themselves for the battle 
and then proceeded without delay 
against the toe.

This mode of drinking is often prac- 
ticcd in the East, and practice alone 
can give that peculiar tact which gen­
erally excites the wonder of travell­
ers. The interchange of the hand be- 
tween the water and the mouth is 
managed with amazing dexterity, 
and with nearly or quite as much ra­
pidity as the tongue ot the dog in the 
same act. The water is not sacked 
out of the hand, but by a peculiar 
jerk, is thrown into the mouth before 
the hand is brought close to it, so 
that the hand is approaching with a 
fresh supply almost before the pre­
ceding has been swallowed; which 
constitutes another resemblance to 
the action of the dog’s tongue. The 
rest...bowed clown—Throwing aside 
timir weapons, placing themselves 
off guard, and giving themselves up 
to the momentary enjoyment. Let 
all the other people go—Nine thousand 
seven hundred departed, leaving the 
three hundred fearless and taithlul 
ones alone. Yet all the rest were of 
service in the pursuit ot the fleeing 
Midianites.

So tlo people took victuals—It is not 
to be assumed that the three hundred 
men took all the provisions ot the 
o'.ln-r thousands. As the great body 
of the army was about to leave them, 
tiii-i little troop took from the com­
mon stores us much as they needed. 
A u l their trumpets—Ibe trumpets 
properly belonged only to the leaders 
ol divisions, who used them to make 
signals Hut avilie great body, was 
about to be disbanded, and the officers 
would not need the trumpets, <iid- 
nun, doubtless by a divine impulse, 
retained them. Ecery man unto his 
t at. The people are tree from mili­
tary duty, but do not appear to have 
entirely disbanded.

out which Gideon immediately sent 
runners to arouse the people. The 
lords ot the Jordan were seized by 
the Israelites and the destruction of 
the invaders was complete.

THE PENALTY.
Dr. Andrew McFarland writes 

thus : •• It is your stoat old hero who 
goes to bed every night with liquor 
enough under his belt to luddle the 
brains of a halt-dozen ordinary men, 
and yet lives out his threescore years 
and ten, that will be found at the 
head of the stock that pour into the 
world, generation after generation, 
such a erop of lunatics, epileptics, 
eccentrics, and inebriates as we often 
see. The impunity with which one 
so constituted will violate all physical 
law gets its set-off in a succeeding 
generation, when the great harvest 
begins. That ‘ the iniquities ot the 
fathers are visited neon the children,' 
that, ‘the fathers have eaten sour 
grapes, and the children’s teeth have 
been eel on edge,’ are troths that no 
Scripture is needed to teach ; in other 
words, he who sins through physical 
excess does not do half lae harm to 
himself that he does to the inheritors 
of his blood. The penalty must be 
paid as surely as there is a seed-time 
and a harvest.”
