" The Corso, from the fime of Ro-
man _emperors the busiest thorofigh-
fare of the city, is losing its angient
charaeter.  The four hiige triumphal
arches which once spanned the street,
were destroyed centuries ago. Pala-
ces ' and churches were left ‘but the.
palaces are falling ‘before the 1rre-
sistible demands of ‘commerce. ¥

Two huge old palaces occupying
a site hait—way up the Corso have al-
ready gome down before the com-
mercial onslaught. In’ their places
have ‘been reared -two big, gaudy
structures to be occupied by banks,
which stand out in bold contrast to
the quiet coloring of the ancient gems
of architecture. .

When the palaces are not torn
down, they are modified in such a

BEWARE OF COBN BORER |

Agriculture Depm-tment Asks Co-op-
erat:lon of Every One in Com-
bating Pest.

The Dominion Department’ of Ag-|
riculture is sending throughout the
country warnings against the Euro-
Pean corn. Borer, 'a '‘pest which at-
tacks corn, potatoes, oats, fodder
and garden crops and which has been
found in several sections of the east-
ern United States -and last year in
several countriés in southwestern On-
tario. The co-operation of every one
is necessary te‘control the- spread of
this serious pett and all persons are
asked to keep a constant lookott for
the insect and to report immediately
all suspicious cases.

% ‘The preseénce of the borer or cater-
pillar may be detected by the finding
of “Iroles in the stalku of the above
mentioned ‘plants “with sawdust-like
material issuing from them. In'the

The third Order of St. Francis of
Assissz, the seventh centennary cele-
bration of which will commence on
,June 30, was strongly commended in
the Emneyclical of Pope Benedict read
'in Catholic churches at mass this
week. His Holiness mentioned the
fact that he himself was made a
tertiary of the order in.the Church
of Ara-Coeli in 1882. His Holiness
takes up the defemce of St. Francis
against those who would paint him
as disobedient to the Holy See, and
eontends that this is an entirely false
pieture of the great saint. The Third
Order was founded by St. Francis to
encompass the many who wished to
follow his lead in spiritual devetion,
but who could not be received into a
regular monastic order.”

These His Holiness des-
cribes as $he two great social evils of
today. Private morality, the encyc-
lical declares, is becoming unduly
loose. Women go to mass and Holy
Communion attired in a way in which
but a few years ago. they would have
been ashamed to be seen anywhere.
Such dress at religious services was
a shock to honest men and an offence
to God.
