Grand J ury Made Pro

In Matter of Letters That Recently Appeared
in the Press From the Supermtendenl of

The Penitentiary

ESTERDAY the Grand Jury,
Y through their foreman, Mr.
Patrick Kavanagh, made a
protest before the Judges of thé
Supreme Court, -in the matter of
the letters .that have recently ap-
peared in the press from the Superin-
tendent of the Penitentiary with re-
gard 1o the Grand Jury's present-
ment, made on Saturday )ast. The
protest s ae follows:® “To the Judges
af the Supreme Caurt of Newfound-
land; We wish (0 call the attention
of the Court 10 the fact thay the Sup-
erintendent of the Penitentiary, since
the presentation of the DProssntmant
of the Grand Jury, has written letters
10 the public press dealing with that
presentment, and betlittling in these

eommunications the functions and
dignity of the Grand Jury. May Z2Ist
1915.”

The Chief Justice, in reply said

that he had heard of the letters men-
tioned, but had refrained from read-
ing them. He thought it highly im-
proper for ihe Presentment of the
Crand Jurors to be snbject to such

criticism especially from a subordin-
ate in the Department of Justice, He
also said that the Court had not de-
cided its course of action in the mat-
ter, but assured the Grand Jury that
their protest would be treated with
due and ecareful consideration.

This action of the Jury and Court
i an endorsation of the stand this
paper 100X immediaiely MI. Parsons
lotter appeared in the News, and we
notice Mr Parsons has not carried ount
Lhis promise tao show up the manner
in which politicians have attempted

We understand that the firm stand
taken by us in this matter has shown
Mr. Parsons the indiscretion of his
action, and since the Grand Jury and
the Chief Justice have made a pro-
nouncement condemning such conduct
in a subordinate of the Department of
Justice that Mr. Parsons will not in
future attempt to air his eldoquence
in the public press while he remains
a public official.
