ANECDOTES OF DEWEY.

Gunzer Kuhlwein Tells Them and True or
Not fhey are Worth Keading.

There has been a great deal of dis-
cussion about the things Dewey said
at Manila, during the naval battie;
but, whatever his remarks may bave
been, it is safe to assume that they
were forcible ones. Though a quiet
man under ordinary circumstances, he
speaks out when there is ocecasion,
and bis flow of langnage at such timee
is described as lovely. Sailora do not
mind such things as rough talie so
much as they d> having laaguage ad-
dressed to them that they do not un-
derstand, when they know that it bas
an uncomplimentary significance.
Most of all they dislike 1o be called
farmers, in irony. Wwell, it is related
tbat on a day in 1885, when the Pensa-
cola, Capt. Dewey in command, was in
the Mediterranean—she was then the
flag ship of the European squadrofi—a
shift of wind accompanied by a rapid
fall of the barometer gave warning of
changing weather. Presently a white
squall came up and there was busy
work for all hands, the executive of-
ficer in the waist, tke officer of the
deck on the quarter-deck, and the
midshipmen in the fo’castle bellowing
and repeating orders., while the sail-
ors jumped through the tops like
monkeys. Just then something fouled
the clews of the maintopsail, at the
very moment the squall struck, and
bungling for a moment or two nearly
coet the vessel a spar. Dewey, from
the bridge, was looking on, and every-
body was in tremulous anticipation of
a severe rebuke, But he only turned
to the officer of the deck, and said
mildly:

“will you kindly tell me what was
the matter just now with the agri-
cultare population om the main top-
sail yard?”

fect from which the men did not re-
cover for days.
This story seems too good not to be
true, but the writer refuses to be re-
sponsible for it. At Mobile Bay, after
the fall of New Orleans, Dewey was &
junior watch officer on the steam
eloop Mississippi. The ship’s cook,
called in naval parlance the “Doctor,”
—was & superstitious old darkey, and
with an extreme dread of sharks. He
tried to convert Dewey to a faith in
the danger of sharks, but Dewey held
out that they would never bite a hu-
man being. This point was long in
controversy between them.

One day Deéwey was sent ashore in
the ship's dingey on some trifiing duty.
He had on, as usual, a frock coat with
very long tails, such as all naval of-
ficers wore in those days. In obed-
jence to orders, he hurried back, the
sloop being on the point of getting
under weigh, and, as he sat in the
siern of the skiff, his coat tails trail-
ed in the water. Just as the dingey
was on the point of reaching the ves-
eel, a shark rose to the surface—per-
haps attracted by the giit buttons on
the coat tails aforesaid—and bit oft
the starboard side of the lieutenant’s
after uniform.

Dewey jumped to his feet, and, well
satisfied under the circumstances 0
relinquish his coat tails, ran up the
side of the ship. The “Doctor,” who
had viewed the proceedings from the
