Hon., Andrew Fisher, who has be-

ome Australian Premier for the sec-
ond time, isa Scotsman, having been
born at Kilmarnock in 1802. When

wenty- years of age he emigrat-
ed to Q d, where he worked
or a number of years as a gold digger
and prospector. 1n 1803 he entered the
the Queensland Parliament, and six
years later became Minister of Rail-
ways iu the Dawson Ministry. In 1901
he was elected to the first Common-
wealth Parliment, and with the for-
mation of the first Labor Minigtry un-
der Mr. Weston in April, 1904, became
for a second time Minister, taking the
portfolio of Trade and Customs. The
Ministry was of shoet duration, and on
the rcsignation by Mr. Watson in
October, 1007, of the post of leader of
the Labor party, Mr: Flsb’pr was elect-
ed to succeed him. Mr. Fisher came
into power again in November, 1908,
following the defeat of the Deakin
Government, but was defeated by a
liberal- conservative fusion in May,

1909.
